John Dickson,widouer,soldier in*the company of Colonel Brogh(?)
reglsters for marriage to Lisbeth Jans,widow of George fForbes,
both resident in the Raamstraat.

‘Bergen op Zoom 14th November 1636

Alexander Dickson,bachelor,from Scotland,soldier under captain
James Williams,registers for marriage to Neeltje Jans,from Soursel

Utrecht 11th January 1646

Robert Paterson,soldier under Colonel Kirkpatrick marries
Margaret Almbeen(Aub1n°),8ﬂnstpr from Colchester,residing neer
the Ballemakersstraat(a deformation of Loef Bergmakersstraat!
there are no traces of ballmaking in Utrecht)

marries Janneke Herrys,widow of Thomas Reys,of this city.
