T H E  F I R S T  M E D A L - D A Y  A T  M U I R F I E L D .

T uesd ay, A pril 5th, 1892, was a notew orthy day in the 
history of the “  H onourable C om pany.” A lth ou gh the C o m ­
pany very  w isely keep their discussions to them selves, rumours 
have for som e tim e been rife as to serious disagreem ent and 
possible disruption over the question o f sellin g the club-house 
at M usselburgh, and m akin g M uirfield the sole rendezvous o f 
the Club. A  vigorous m inority, it seems, protested against 
the abandonm ent o f the old hom e, and the m ajority did not 
care to carry their proposal to an extrem e at the expense o f the 
unity o f the Com pany. On M onday, M arch 4th, the question 
cam e up for final settlem ent, and after a long debate in the 
F reem ason s5 H all, E din burgh, no less than 150 m em bers o f the 
C om pany being present at the m eeting, “ F arew ell to M ussel­
b u rg h 55 was carried, for that is unquestionably im plied in the 
resolution, to sell the com pany’s club-house there. A s we hear 
o f no further protestation, we m ay, while sym pathising with 
their desire to cling to the old hearth, congratu late the m inority 
on the graceful subm ission they have m ade to the wish for 
em igration shown by the m ajority o f the fam ily. C row ded out 
at Leith, then at M usselburgh, the experience o f the C om pany 
has not been the m ost fortunate. L et us hope that in their new 
hom e they will have before them  a future o f unbroken occup a­
tion, prosperity and peace.

Im m ediately follow ing this decisive m eeting cam e the m edal- 
day, A p ril 5th, the first of the m any that are likely  to follow 
on the new course at M uirfield. A lth ou gh the duty was not, 
perhaps, d istinctly diocesan, it was partially so, and on such an 
im portant occasion  we made a point o f bein g present. M ore 
than usual interest attached to the com petition for the blue 
ribbon of this spring m eeting. W h o  was to be the first M uir­
field victor ? N atu rally  the cham pion, Mr. J. E . Laid lay, whom  
the “  H onourables 55 are fortunate to reckon am ong their ranks, 
was “  first fancy.55 But there was not unanim ity on that point 
any m ore than on the em igration business. N o  such vulgar 
custom  as “  b e tt in g 55 prevails in the C om pany, but we know of 
several m em bers who set it forth as their opinion, to which 
th ey w ere prepared to render pecuniary assistance, that 
M r. Leslie Balfour would beat “ Johnnie,55 as the cham pion is 
endearingly spoken o f am ong his brethren. M r. L a id lay  was 
partnered, as he often is, with M r. W harton  T od, and im m e­
diately  before them  were Mr. B alfour and Mr. Stuart, who, 
more golficoy \s gen erally  prefixed b y “  A n d y .’; It was, there­
fore, possible to w atch more or less attentively, as the turns o f 
the green perm itted, the play of both couples. W e  did so with 
great interest and delight. M r. T od, although an excellent 
and distinguished player, is not perhaps entitled to be drawn 
with the cham pion, but as for the others, Laidlay, Balfour, and 
Stuart, Scotland has certain ly no superior trio o f  players, and 
their past achievem ents m ake them worthy of attention and 
adm iration at any time. But in view  of Sandw ich, and specu­
lation as to his chances against the E n glish  “ Johnnie,55 who 
has eclipsed the world, and many a tim e carried all the silver 
o f St. G eo rge ’s to H oylake, the present holder o f the cham pion­
ship is watched jealously  by his countrym en. T hen, at the 
opening o f D unblane course, only the previous Saturday, Mr. 
B alfour and M r. Stuart unitedly won fresh fam e b y  easily  d e­
feating the two well-known professionals, T om  M orris and 
B en Sayers. It is not every day one gets a chance o f  seeing 
such exponents o f the golfing art, and we were naturally anxious 
to see what they will m ake o f M uirfield on this first m edal day. 
In the m iscellaneous play that has taken place since the green  
was opened, the record  (as stated in G o l f , A p ril 1st) is 80, 
m ade by M r. W . G. B loxsam , and thus detailed :—

A  fine score, but we m ust, if possible, have it bettered, b y  one 
or other o f this fam ous trio on the m edal day. A ll three are 
apparently im pressed with their responsibility, and are evidently 
anxious to win.

It is som e years since we have seen Mr. L a id lay  play. H e 
scarcely seem s so tall as when we last saw  him, but he is not so 
thin, and this m ay account for our im pression. In one respect 
we notice a distinct change in his manner. H e does not play with 
the sam e quickness and nonchalance which w ere characteristic  
when we saw him som e years ago. He studies his putts m ore 
carefully, his high honours, and the expectations o f  his cou ntry­
men have developed a sense o f responsibility, and although there 
is no slowness about his stroke there is certain ly a seriousness 
we did not notice before, and this is all to his credit. H e putts 
as strangely as ever, o ff the left leg, and grip p in g  the club ha lf­
w ay down. “  It’s a gran d  w ay o’ puttin,” said a youn g p ro­
fessional to us lately, “  H e sees the haill w ayT o the h ole,” M ay­
be so, but curiously enough, on the M uirfield m edal-day, while 
his putts were all straight and good, not one from  any distance 
went down. T h e y  were alw ays “  there or thereabout,” and 
several should have com e off, but they ju st didn’t do it, and this 
“ cussedn ess” on their part cost him  three or four strokes. “  It’s 
the puir p layer that gets in the long putt on the .m edal-day,” said 
a friend, and there is som ething in it. T h e  p layer with no rep u ­
tation to lose fearlessly  follows the m axim  “  n ever up, never 
in,” and if  m any go past, a few go  down. T h e  cham pion has to 
be more careful about bein g “ dead.” M r. L a id lay  m ade one 
fatal m istake at the fourth last hole. H ad  he used the brassy and 
been past the hole he had a certain  three (so thought S ayers 
who was one of the on lo ok ers); but he took the cleek, and press- 
ing, got into a little bunker, and took 5. A  large com pany 
w atched his last putt with eager interest, but again  it refused to 
com e off, and M r. L a id lay  finished in 80 thus m ade up :—

N ot the least interested in that last putt o f  M r. L a id la y ’s was 
Mr. Balfour. H e had arrived hom e in 79, thus, as it turned out, 
establishing a record, w inning the g o ld  m edal, and defeatin g 
the cham pion. H is score was as follows :—

In the first h a lf  o f  the round there was nothing brilliant, but 
the second h a lf was p layed  to perfection, and its 37 constituted 
him  first gold  m edal holder on M uirfield Links. T h o u gh  we 
well knew  his renown as an athlete in m any departm ents, we 
had not till now seen Mr. B alfou r golfing. H e seem s all 
m uscle. H is style is thoroughly orthodox, and the thoughtful, 
p ainstaking m anner in w hich he perform s his w ork g ives one a 
high im pression o f his character. H e is “ the man to b a c k ” in 
an im portant m atch, and the particularity  and studied correct­
ness o f his every  m ovem ent betoken a regard  for the R o yal 
and A n cien t gam e, w hich it is p leasant indeed to see. T h e  
“  in n o vatio n ” o f  the use o f iron on the putting-green  is not 
countenanced b y him. and his wooden putter appeared to be 
soled with brass, and very heavily  weighted. A n yw ay, under 
its treatm ent, the ball had nothing else for it at any ordinary 
distance but to go  to the bottom, and that without any hesita­
tion. Mr. B alfour seem s deservedly popular am ong his fellow- 
m em bers, and we w ere especially  deligh ted to notice the hearty  
w ay in which M r. L a id lay  h im self con gratu lated the victor. 
“  T h e  round should be done in 75,” we afterw ards heard him  
say, and, if  that is the cham pion’s opinion, you m ay depend 
upon it the m edal w ill som e day be reach ed  in that figure. 
M eantim e, 79 will keep  the m ajority o f  the H onourable C o m ­
pany in a pious attitude o f aspiration, and if, in com in g contests 
it is beaten, it cannot be disgraced.

M r. Stuart finished in three strokes m ore than his partner, 
his score o f 82 b ein g  thus m ade up :—

H e has a v ery  finished and beautiful style o f play, and on 
this occasion his “  sw ipes ” and his approach shots were un­
blem ished. S everal short putts, how ever, cam e betw een him  
and the go ld  m edal, b y  refusing to obey his will. V ision s o f  
G lasgow  h ecklers m ay have com e in the way, for the U n ion ists 
o f  B lackfriars and H utchesontow n have called  on him  to fight 
their battle in the political A rm aged don  now im m inent ; or 
the great honour conferred on him  yesterd ay, when the C o m ­
pany e lected  him  their captain, m ay be accountable. A n y  w ay,
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he m issed the m edal, and this to the regret o f m any ; for he is 
not only one o f the finest o f golfers, but one o f the most lovable 
of men.

m ischief, or lie about the road-sides all the day, where some of 
them  whose age  is scarcely beyond a double figure m ay be seen 
sm okin g their pipes and chaffing the passers-by. T h e  question 
is a trying and difficult one, and alon g with the rapid develop­
ment o f the noble gam e it is bound to com e up for settlem ent. 
It is a question which, as m uch as an y  discussion on the rules, 
requires a union of all clubs and players. But on this subject 
we m ust not enter here.

IReview.
W h en  the com pany assem bled for luncheon in the splendid 

hall o f the new  club-house the scene was very anim ated, and 
the m em bers m ust have con gratu lated them selves that such a 
handsom e building w as ready to take the place o f  the old one 
at M usselburgh, an d  Fitzjohn, after a severe illness, was still to 
the fore to cater for their wants. B ut we must reserve a notice 
of this golfers’ palace for som e future num ber o f Golf.

Since last M ay, when the green was opened, it m ay be said 
that M uirfield links have steadily  grow n in popularity with the 
m em bers o f the C om pany. R obert Brow n, the keeper, has been 
doing his work well, and with the labour of his assistants and 
the p lay o f  m em bers the green  has been enorm ously im proved. 
T here is som e ta lk  of crossin g the wall at one point o f the 
course, and having a hole in the H im alayan  sands that lie 
betw een the “  H ow es ” and the sea. T h is would certain ly do 
aw ay with the feeling o f com pression caused b y  the inter­
m inable wall, and m ight relieve the zig-zag nature o f the route, 
which, on ordinary days, m akes the links rather m onotonous, 
and on the m edal day interferes not a little with the sm ooth 
ness and com fort o f the play.

T h e  addition o f M uirfield to the other courses o f the n e ig h ­
bourhood has in creased the difficulties o f the local School 
B oard in enforcing the com pulsory clauses o f the E ducation  
Act. A s  in every district invaded b y  Golf, the caddie question 
is a “  vexed  ” one, and sundry com m unications have passed 
betw een the secretary  o f the B oard and the secretary o f the 
C om pany without any satisfactory settlem ent o f the difficulty. 
T h e  School B oard  are “  betw een the devil and the deep sea.” 
“  M y L o rd s,” teachers, and inspectors call upon the B oard to do 
their duty, and com pel the attendance at school o f all children 
who have not p assed Stan dard V ., or are under the prescribed 
age. On the other hand, the golfer is g lad  to get a caddie, and 
ask him  no questions about age  or education, and the parent 
with enough to do to m ake ends m eet is g lad  to get what the boy 
can earn by club-carrying, or (w hat is too com m on) the boy 
wants the m oney for him self, and carries clubs when he 
ought to be at school. T h e  gu ilty  p arty , according to the law, 
is really  the em ployer o f the boy, and in discharge o f  their duty 
the B oard, it seems, have told their officer to report golfers who 
em ploy boys as caddies, who ought to be at school. On the 
m edal day it appears the officer was in evidence, and spoiled 
the putt o f  a w orthy baronet by challen gin g him when he was 
about to play. B ut the baronet stuck  to his caddie, and on 
payin g him  off we heard him  counsel the boy to “  take his licks 
next m orning like a m an.” N ow , it is a pity that a B oard  should 
have to take this d isagreeable  course, or that a putt should be 
so spoiled, or ¿1 boy so in stru cte d ; and it is sincerely to be 
hoped that th e C om pany, one and all, will try to support the 
B oard in carryin g out the law. T h a t it is no wish on the part 
of the B oard to disoblige golfers m ay be inferred from the fact 
that the teacher o f G ullane School, after consulting with som e 
of the m em bers, took the boys in for lessons at seven in the 
m orning and again  at five in the evening, so as to let them  off 
to carry  clubs during the m edal day. On such b ig  days an 
arrangem ent o f the kind m ight possibly be made. O r if  on any 
particular day a certain  num ber o f caddies were required, it is 
possible that b y  som e arran gem en t with the teachers these 
m ight be provided without the schools being injured. B ut at 
present boys regularly absent them selves from school, and take 
their chance o f em ploym ent on the links ; and the worst o f it 
is, not that they lose an education w hich is o f m ore value than 
the shillings th ey gam , but often th ey are not em ployed, they 
are afraid  to go back to school, they w ander aw ay and get into

T h is is a very  interesting souvenir, com m em orative of the 
production by M r. Irving, on the stage o f  the Lyceum , o f S h ak e­
speare’s well-known historical play. A ll who have seen the 
play acted will recognise how  it readily lends itself to artistic 
reproduction, with its quaint bits o f T ud or architecture, the 
pomp and pageantry o f its processions, the fine colouring of its; 
rich ecclesiastical interiors, and the m agnificence o f its royal 
palaces. M r. Irvin g has spared no expense in show ing us the5 
internal m echanism  of one o f the most stirring and eventful 
dram as chronicled in the pages o f E n glish  history, together 
with m uch that is valuable in an archaeological sense in the w ay 
o f side-light on the life o f  comm on m ortals who do not bulk so 
largely, but not less eventfully. in historic, perspective as kings 
and cardinals. In this little book we have capital portraits o f  
Mr. Irvin g as C ardinal W olsey, and of M iss T erry  as Queen 
Katherine. W e have also a view  of the great trial scene of the 
Queen, o f O ld London, and o f m any other points o f the play. 
E ach picture is in a different colour, and the general effect pro­
duced is one o f m ore than ordinary picturesqueness and beauty. 
T h e  artists have done their work extrem ely well, and the pub­
lishers are to be congratulated on the issue o f a little book 
which they m anifestly have spared no pains to m ake worthily 
com m em orative -of the occasion.

the alteration o f our course has been finally setled. Last 
autum n T om  D unn cam e down and suggested several a ltera­
tions, som e o f which the com m ittee, after long and careful 
consideration, decided to accept. T h e  result o f their delib era­
tions has been to g ive  universal satisfaction, so far.

T h e  first six holes are the sam e as before ; the seventh green 
has been m oved to a beautifuli w avy spot under the “  H ell ” 
Bunker, and close to a very good hazard, which I believe we 
owe to the Rom ans.

T h e  eighth hole is C hyngton side o f the “ H e ll” B un ­
ker, which from  the tee hides the green. T h e  beauties o f this 
hole are perhaps m ost apparent when one’s own clean-driven 
ball flies over the guide-post on the top of the sand hill. T h e  
ninth hole is the sam e as before. T h e  T erra ce  greens have 
been given  up, both being about as bad as they could well be ; 
so the tenth hole is the South green  ; the eleventh is the Sea 
hole. S traigh t drivin g is essential here, for a pulled ball goes 
not into the Sea hole, but into the sea itself, while a slice is 
punished b y  a bad lie. T h is green  is a very pretty one on a sandy 
ledge overhan gin g the sea.

T h e  twelfth, for want o f a better nam e, is called  the “  D  ” hole. 
T h e  green is near the rabbit warren on H aw k e ’s Brow . T h e  
thirteenth hole is over the chalkpit. T h is  is the longest carry  on 
the course ; should the ball pitch 145 yards from  the tee, it will 
lie on the green, alw ays supposing it has been driven straight ; a 
shorter carry will leave the ball in the pit, from  which it m ay be 
extricated with one shot or more. F rom  this point the course 
rem ains the sam e as before. I hope those who have not yet 
seen the new course will be pleased with it when th ey do. I 
m ay m ention that, b y  the courtesy o f the gentlem an from  whom 
we rent the links, we are now enabled to take in a corner o f  land 
near the H ell Bunker, and another at the ninth hole, I believe 
this will render it alm ost im possible to drive a ball on to land 
under cultivation. H op ing that you will k in d ly  insert this,

Commencing with 1792 the medal 
was played for every year, while it belonged to the Knuckle Club and 
Blackheath Winter Golf Club. In 1844, the first year it was in 
the possession of the Royal Blackheath Golf Club, it was not 
played for ; it was played for by them in 1845, and has been competed 
for annually in March or April ever since. Including the victor of last 
year, ninety-nine wins are recorded on the medal.

Leaving this historical digression and returning to the 5th instant, 
the day proved remarkably fine all through. Golfers are notoriously 
difficult to please exactly, and not a few of the forty-three members 
who started complained that the light was too strong, and the putting- 
greens too hard and dry.
