V I.— “ Pops ” Hopgood. In Mem oriam .
T h is N um ber must be a sad one, for “ P ops,” dear, kind- 

hearted, sw eet-natured, honest old 44 Pops ” is dead, and the 
whole club is m ourning for him.

D ead, not indeed 44 ere his prim e,” for “  Pops ” was n early  
fifty-five, but cut down with terrible suddenness, to the extrem e 
g r ie f o f the many, m any who knew  and loved him.

T h ere  was alw ays som ething to me exceed ingly pathetic 
about “  Pops’ ” life, for (as he would som etim es own very 
hum bly to men like m yself, who knew  him  esp ecia lly  w ell) 
officially it had been a failure, and “  Pops ” was very poor ; 
and had married a woman without anything but her love for 
him ; and, bright and genial as he alw ays was am ongst us, I 
knew that his round was often played with a heavy, troubled 
heart as he thought o f “  the wife ” and the seven young lives 
dependent upon him at home.

“ P o p s ” was “ a C ivil Servant of the Q ueen,” as he used to 
say, with one of his broad, beam ing sm iles. H e had jo in ed  a 
public office in the days before open com petition had changed 
not only the conditions of appointm ent, but the whole face o f 
the C ivil Service, and filled its best places with eager, brilliant, 
am bitious men from the U niversities, F ellow s of T rin ity, K ings, 
Balliol, Oriel, M .A .’s o f London— what not? T h e se  men 
entirely eclipsed dear old “  Pops,” who was not only a m an o f 
no particular intellectual capacity, but also constitutionally 
nervous and distrustful o f h im s e lf ; and time after time, in 
these latter days, he had been passed over and left behind in 
the race of life by  one or other o f his clever, dashing young 
rivals.

“  It isn’t that I care much about m yself, you know ,” he used 
to say, with a sigh, as we sat in the little cupboard that he called 
his “ s tu d y ” ; “ but it’s the wife and chicks. I’ve only m y 
official screw, and she has nothing, and I can ’t insure for much ; 
and unless th ey prom ote me, which I don’t suppose they will, I 
shan’t be able to leave her anything to speak of. Poor Jenny 1’ ’ 
A n d then he would hang his head, and be very silent for a 
time. N or did I break that silence ; for, after all, what com ­
fort could I g ive  him, and what was there to be said ?

H ow  those talks in “  Pops’ ” little room com e back  to m e now 
that he is gone ! M any a tim e he would tell me, with a kind 
o f com ic pathos, o f those early Office days, when he had com e 
to London, a raw boy o f eighteen, fresh from a Lancashire 
home. “  Y ou  can’t think what fun it used to be,” he would say. 
“  T h e  office was aw fully over-m anned, and we hadn’t anything 
like enough to do ; and there wasn’t any confounded Exchequer- 
and-A udit A ct then, nor any o f those disgusting paragraphs in 
the W orld  and T ruth  about the Public Offices ; and we young 
uns had a rare old tim e of it. I rem em ber, in particular, we 
used to get together in a large room  at the top o f the Office, 
and have cricket with a bit o f india-rubber and a ruler. I was 
a nailer at that ; and som etim es we used to pile up b ig  ledgers 
in the Board-room , and have steeple-chases over them ; and we 
often had whist. It’s funny to think how things are changed 
now.’ ’

“  But now,” he would add, “  the work is really  awful. T h e y  
have cut down our staff like a lot of old trees ; the subjects 
that com e up to be dealt with get more and m ore difficult. You  
have the C om ptroller and A uditor-G eneral (we call him the C on ­
tradictor and O bjector-G eneral, you know) on one side o f you, 
and the Public A ccounts Com m ittee o f the H ouse o f Com m ons 
on the o th e r; and there are questions in Parliam ent, and letters 
and articles about us Civilians in the papers, till I should like to 
throw up the whole thing, and hardly know w hether I am  on 
m y head or m y heels.” A n d  “ P o p s” would sigh, and look at 
me with m elancholy gravity over his w hisky and water.

Y es, “  Pops,” as an Official, was not a success ; and it was 
curious to see how the same nervousness and distrust o f his 
own powers, which so affected his career at the Office, tended to 
spoil his Golf. H e was very fairly  good up to a certain point, 
but never got beyond it, and the m om ent a real nerve-trial arose 
he would begin  to mull and m uddle. H e did his best, as he 
did with his work, but he never was, nor could be, the man for 
a crisis.

But was there ever a m ore kind-hearted and generous 
opponent ? T h e  men in the Office who had been put over his

head used (as I know) to speak in the w arm est and most 
affectionate term s of the w ay he alw ays beh aved  to them  after 
their prom otion, and one o f them  show ed a m an I know, only 
yesterday, the letter “  Pops ” w rote to him, con gratu lating him, 
and sayin g he was sure that the prom otion was a right one, 
and that he m ust not think that he ( “  Pops ” ) grudged it to him, 
as he felt that the place had been given  to a better man than 
him self.

A n d  it was just the sam e with his Golf. H e was continually 
being beaten, som etim es in the m ost p rovokin g and unexpected 
w ays ; but w hatever he m ight feel, he never allowed him self 
for a m om ent to show tem per over it. “  M y dear chap,” he 
used to say, “  W h at on earth’s the use o f  m aking you rself nasty 
over a lick in g  at Golf. Just th ink how  deuced unpleasant it 
m akes things for the other chap.”

A n d it was just this spirit o f unselfish kindness, this constant 
desire to m ake th ings as jo lly  as possible for “ the other chap,” 
that, com bined with his geniality, brightness, and sense of 
humour, his love o f fun and repartee, that m ade “  P o p s ” such 
a pow er in the club, and so u niversally  beloved. I declare it 
used to be quite delightful to see him  enter the club after a few 
w eeks’ holiday, and to hear the loud w elcom es and the fire of 
ch aff and jokes w hich his incom ing im m ediately  ga ve  rise to. 
“ Com es in lookin g just like a b a lly  healthy, sm iling old sun­
beam ,” says little G riggs, who rather piques h im self on his 
figures o f speech, and thinks that with this one he has m ade a 
decided hit.

But “ P o p s ” was too honest h im self to be “ all things to all 
m e n ” in the bad sense o f that phrase. O f men iike “ T h e  
T ig e r  ” and “  L egree  ” he had a deep horror, w hich he never 
attem pted to c o n c e a l; and there is a sm all set o f  men in the club 
he was n ever able to get on w ith —men like “ T h e  P a ra site ” 
and “  T h e  Spon ger,” who are a lw ays fastenin g them selves on 
to the “ noble L ords ” who are am ong our m em bers, or who 
pay us visits, or even on to celebrated golfers like M itchison 
and G renville-B arbou r and G ran tly, whom  th ey call b y  their 
C hristian  nam es (behind their backs), and who tolerate them, 
and are civil to them , and see through them  and despise them .

“  I can ’t push, m yself,” “  Pops ” would say, “  and I couldn ’t 
lick  a noblem an’s boots to save m y life ; and as for p layin g  a 
round with some 4 R ig h t H onourable  ’ sw ell like the Speaker, 
in order that I m ight talk about it, and see m y nam e flourished 
about along with his in the papers next day, why, I could no
m o re----- .” D e a r old “  P o p s,” perhaps your O fficial career
would have been a greater success if  you h a d  known how to 
push and to sponge, and to curry favour with the great, and to 
fawn and to flatter.

But now the kind, cheery voice is silent, and the large, 
generous heart beats no more, and I feel that the club will 
never be the sam e to me again .

I was sent for suddenly to his house three n ights back. H e 
had been taken ill two days before, and I found him  delirious. 
H e kept on saying, 44 O nly fifty, m y G od, m y G od, only fifty ! ” 
and G rierson w hispered to me that H op good had been ravin g 
for hours about his wife and his seven children, who would only 
have ^50 a-year from  the insurance to live on when he was 
gone.

I stayed with him  the whole night, and in the early  m orning, 
just as the sun began  to touch the sea, and the d ear old links, 
and the grey, distant hills, he passed aw ay.

But before he went he recovered consciousness, and for a 
whole hour he lay with his w ife’s hand lo cked  in his, lookin g at 
her with inexpressible fondness and tenderness, and every  now 
and then w hispering som ething to her in a faint, faint voice, as 
she leaned over him  and kissed him again  and again.

At last he m ade a sign to m e and G rierson, and we kneeled 
down by the bedside, and he put his left hand on m y head, and 
I just m ade out that he was ask in g  us, his old, old friends, to 
be good to “  her ” and the little  ones in the days to com e.

A n d we swore it. Oh, we sw ore it ; and G od know s we will 
keep  that oath !

D ear, dear old 44 P op s,” you thought your life was a failure, 
but it wasn’t. T h e  men in your Office, am on g whom  you were 
so hum ble-m inded and considerate, and free from  p etty je a lo u s y ; 
the men in your G o lf club, who kn ew  your honesty, the firm­
ness and truth o f  your friendship, the warm th o f your heart, 
your delightful gen iality  and gen erosity  ; the wife whom you 
loved with such a beautiful chivalrous devotion ; the young
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children whom  you did your best to b rin g  up in the kn ow led ge 
and fear o f the great A ll-F a th e r  -n o n e  o f these will forget you 
while their lives last. On them  you h ave  m ade an enduring 
impression, and one d ay you shall see the true m eaning and 
influence o f your life, as you could not see it while you were 
still am ong us.

G od bless you, dear old “  Pops.” G o d  bless you ! L ife ’s 
fitful fever, its stru ggles and anxieties, its disappointm ents and 
seem ing defeats, are over for you now. Sleep on, old friend, 
sleep in peace !

G O L F  A S  M E D I C I N E .

T o  the E d ito r o f G olf.
S i r ,— O ne of the finest descriptions o f  G olf, and of its 

m edicinal properties for m ind and body, that I have come 
across, is con tained in a novel w ritten by a F ife  lady, near a 
quarter o f  a century a g o — M rs. O liphant.

“  Far be it from me to attempt to describe the Ancient and Royal 
Game of Golf. How s'^all a feeble feminine hand attempt to depict 
its delights and triumphs? St. Andrews is the metropolis of this— let 
us not call it game, but science. Here its professionals congregate, 
and its amateurs are happy. Twice round the links in a day is the 
whole duty of man ; and one round maintains him in that decent con­
dition of moral respectability, falling short of excellence, but far above 
mediocrity, which is in some respects a more comfortable state than 
that of supreme excellence itself. Mr. Charles went down to the club 
(of which he was one of the oldest members) on the evening of his 
arrival. He was a little doubtful for the first half-hour whether in his 
melancholy circumstances, after ‘ three deaths in the family,’ it would 
be decorous for him to play ; but these scruples were soon over-ruled.

“  ‘ If there was anything fast or dissipated about it,’ said the Rev. 
Mr. Morrison of St. Rule’s, ‘ I could understand your hesitation ; but 
I play my game every day of my life, without its ever interfering with 
my duties as a parish minister ; and your good brother, poor Pitcomlie, 
is the last man in the world that would have thought of such a thing. 
No, no, my dear sir ; play your game, and be thankful to Providence 
that gives us such a wholesome and innocent amusement. It’s just 
one of our many privileges,’ piously said the excellent divine.

“  ‘ That’s true,’ said Mr. Charles, still a little doubtfully ; ‘ but if it 
could be supposed for a moment to show any want on my part of 
respect-----

“ ‘ Nonsense, H erio t; nonsense, man,’ said Major Borthwick (there 
is a great collection of heroes on half-pay at St. A ndrew s); ‘ we 
cannot turn ourselves into tombstones, however willing we may be.’ 
And thus was he ‘ led into it,’ as he said, to the relief of his conscience, 
and great satisfaction generally of his being.”

G O L F  A T  C H E L T E N H A M .

To the Editor of Go l f .
S ir ,— I had a short tim e ago to pay a visit to Cheltenham , 

and m y friend asked me to brin g  m y clubs with me. It is 
alw ays a pleasure to play over an unknow n links, and I am  very 
grateful to m y friend for two days o f as pleasant go lfin g as has 
often fallen to m y lot. T h e  links are situated on the hills 
above the v illag e  o f Southam , three m iles from C heltenham . 
T h e  om nibus landed us at the foot o f a steep hill, up w hich we 
had to clim b to reach the links, but certain ly it was w orth the 
clim b, even without G olf at the end, for m ore charm in g views 
or finer air I have seldom  seen or felt. T h e  C heltonians are 
very lu cky to have such a spot so han dy and so suitable to the 
gam e, com bining unlim ited space, good hazards and fair turf 
and lies. O f  course it is easy  to find fault and criticise, but I 
think it far n icer to say som ething encouragin g, particularly as 
the club is a new one. T h e  course is an easy  one, because 
crooked drivin g  alm ost everyw h ere is not penalised b y side 
hazards. I see no other m ethod o f alterin g this than by placing 
hurdles lengthw ise at the sides o f the course every here and 
there, esp ecia lly  at the approach to the hole, so that those who 
have w andered from  the course shall have som e difficulty in 
landing on the green. T h e  green s throughout would be much 
im proved for constant rolling, esp ecia lly  in the six winter 
m onths— nothing hardens greens so m uch as daily  rolling, and 
to m ake the C heltenham  green s w hat th ey should be and 
ought to be, a man and roller should find full em ploym ent. 
From  what I saw I should say that rolling has been the excep­
tion, sw eeping little  practised, and the m ow ing-m achine relied 
upon to do all that is required. It is rather disappointing to 
find that the first two holes are so short that the shot from  the tee 
has to be m ade with a cleek. T h e  hole over the punch-bowl 
dem ands the cleek  also ; so that one had only fifteen proper tee 
shots out o f the eighteen. T h is  m ight easily  be altered to ad­
vantage, b y  takin g the first hole further up the quarry and doing
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aw ay with the second hole altogether. T h u s the present third 
hole would be the second, and this would bring in a first-rate 
hazard, enabling long drivers to steal a considerable m arch 
upon the w eaker vessel who would m ake sure o f driving up out 
of the quarry by the shortest route. T o  m ake up for the lost 
hole, another m ight with advan tage be added from what is now 
the eighteenth hole, bringin g one down close to the G olf-house. 
N o th in g  is more d isagreeable  than to find one has, after 
holing out the eighteenth, a long w alk to reach the house. M y 
friend objected strongly as we went a lon g to the unevenness o f 
the greens, but I prefer to take the ground as it com es, and I 
certain ly found nothing to com plain of that could not be 
altered b y a roller and a broom . It is the greatest m istake in 
G o lf to try to m ake green s level like a grass-plot. I f  I had 
to say a word again st the greens it would be that the m owing- 
m achine should take a wider sweep, and the execrable new flat 
green at the C am p hole destroyed. G ood luck to the C helten ­
ham  Club, and m ay I soon again  have a round there.

S ince then I have been to St. A ndrew s, and on 
referring the m atter to T om  M orris I found he held the opposite 
opinion. I was all the m ore surprised at his ruling as my own 
kn ow ledge o f  G o lf was gain ed  at St. A ndrew s, in the T om m y 
M orris and D avie  Strath days, and I never heard o f what in 
reality is the loss o f not one stroke, but two strokes for a lost 
ball. M oreover, clubs throughout the country are not by any 
m eans at one with T om  on the m atter.

T h e  im portance o f the point seem s to justify  a quite authori­
tative ruling.

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Eminent Golfers,
X X I X .— S IR  W A L T E R  G. S IM P S O N , B A R T .

T h e  adjective “ em inent,” when applied to golfers, as, indeed, 
in m ost other cases, m ay have a significance depending entirely 
upon the individual with whose nam e it is coupled. T h ere  are 
golfers who have attracted the general observation of their 
fellow s b y  their superior excellence at the gam e, who have, in 
other words, played them selves into notice ; and there are 
others whose interest in Golf, and whose endeavours on that 
behalf, have rendered them  entitled to this appellation fully 
more than are the former. T h e  gentlem an whose nam e appears at 
the top o f this notice is so fortunate as to com bine both o f these 
qualities in his own person.

S ir W alter G rindlay Sim pson, o f Strathavon, Linlithgow shire, 
Bart., is the eldest surviving son of the late Sir Jam es S im p ­
son, Bart., M .D ., D .C .L ., who will ever be rem em bered as the 
discoverer o f the use o f chloroform . Sir Jam es was not a golfer, 
the only sport he indulged in was fishing, so that the doctrine o f 
heredity, so far as G o lf is concerned, does not apply to his son.

R em iniscences o f first gam es are alw ays m ore or less in ­
teresting, especially  when the players have becom e eminent. 
S ir W alter’s experiences cannot be better told than in his own 
words. H e says :— “ T ill I was thirty I m ay have seen G o lf on 
Bruntsfield, and I did once see a ball driven on B lackheath , but 
there was nothing to justify  the eager, B annockburn look which 
one is bound to put on when G o lf and 
curling are nam ed. I was rushed into 
buying a few clubs one Saturday after­
noon, m ore as frolic than anything else.
M y first tee shot (at Leith) went off 
sw eetly, and I was a convert on the 
spot. I had gone to scoff and I re­
m ained to play. M y adversary, Mr.
J. G illon Fergusson, was a three-m onths- 
old golfer, and we played at Leith for 
three months under the im pression that 
one must not go to M usselburgh till 
able to p lay decently. O f all tim es we 
chose a Saturday to go there. It was 
a painful experience. A fter p laying 
about six scuffling sem i-m isses as quick 
as l could, M r. Jam es M ansfield’s tee 
shot m ade a blue m ark on m y triceps.
I thought it etiquette to go back  and 
apologise for stopping his ball, lost 
m y place, and firm ly refused to find 
another that day. It was quite five 
years before I began to play d ecen tly  ”
H e further tells u s : “  M y G o lf was retarded by m y 
having the m isfortune to drive a long ball. I thought 
this was due to a full sw ing which m eandered about m y back. 
It was due to forcing and je rk in g  M y iron p lay was hope­
lessly bad.” From  these quotations it will be seen that any 
deficiencies there m ay have been in his gam e were speedily  
detected, with the object o f being put right ; and, in the above 
condition of m atters he resolutely set to work to search out a 
sound theory o f play. T h e  results will be found fully explained 
in the second part o f his book, “ T h e  A rt o f G olf.”

N otw ithstanding the strictures he passes upon his own play, 
S ir W alter was, after his gam e was form ed, a dangerous 
opponent, and his great steadiness gave him  a pull over m any 
more brilliant exponents. H e played the short gam e re­
m arkably well. In his putting he acted up to the rule o f never 
being short, and in variably gave  the ball a good chance of 
go in g down. H ow  m any golfers do this ; and how m any lost 
m atches result from the non-observance o f this prin cip le?

A lth ou gh a pretty regular attendant at both St. A n drew s and 
H oylake, it is only on the greens o f the Lothians that his nam e 
is to be found as a prize-w nner. T h is is explained by the fact 
that the two first-nam ed greens are hard, and thus unfavour­
able to his style o f play. But a single or a foursom e was 
more to his m ind than a com petition, and the num ber of 
private m atches o f this kind in which he has taken part with 
the best players o f the day must be innum erable. H e was a 
regular attendant at the celebrated m atch dinners o f the

H onourable C om pan y o f E d in bu rgh  G olfers, which have been 
an institution for over a century. H e had a stan din g challenge 
to p lay any m an who began after thirty. T h e  challen ge was 
accep ted  b y Mr. J. R. H utchison, a p layer well-known at 
W im bledon, Pau, and other greens. T h e  m atch cam e off at 
H oylake and S ir W alter was beaten ; S ir W alter was 1 up and 
2 to play. H is cad die was furious at the result, and with the 
well-known candour o f his class, he said to S ir W a lter that it 
was “  the ‘ hen-tailedest ’ gem  that ever ye p layed .’’

A s  a m em ber o f the N ew  Club, N orth  B erw ick, S ir  W aU er 
Sim pson won the M oncreiff C ross and the han dicap  m edal with 
an allow ance o f 3, in the year 1886, with a score o f 80, the next 
best b ein g  M r. J. E . Laidlay, with 81. H e was tw ice second 
at M usselburgh in playing for the H onourable C om p an y’s m edals. 
O ne of these tim es a particularly hard fate was m eted out to him. 
W ith  the last hole to p lay— the short on e— a 3 would have given  
him the first place, and a 4 would have tied. LTnfortunately he 
took 5, and had to be content with second place.

T h is sam e short hole was the scene o f  a rather rem arkable 
incident. O ne o f the caddies ob servin g S ir W alter and his 
partner about to drive across, w ent forw ard and stood at the 
hole, holding the flag up in his hand. S ir W a lter played his 
tee-shot, and drove his ball into the cad die ’s pocket !

S ir W alter Sim pson has been one o f the ch ief contributors 
to the golfing literature o f the past few  years. H is book, “  T h e 
A rt o f G olf,” w hich is alike instructive to the golfer, and enter­
tain ing to the gen eral reader, w as the first publication o f  any 
note since M r. C lark ’s book on the R o yal and A n cien t gam e.

It is to be observed that there is this 
difference betw een his w ork and those 
which p receded it, nam ely, that it was 
the first which attem pted to analyse 
the gam e, and to instruct how the 
various strokes ought to be plaved. 
It has, too, the credit o f being the first 
to depict the true positions and m ove­
m ents o f our best exponents o f Golf, for 
the instruction of others, by m eans of 
instantaneous photography. T h e  plates 
in the book bear witness to the success 
which has attended the experim ents 
in this departure, and it is well-nigh 
im possible to over-estim ate the value 
of these diagram s as m odels upon 
which good styles o f play should be 
based. So far as can be ascertained, 
S ir W a lter  was the first w riter to 
protest against, and show the fallacy 
of, the attem pt m ade for som e years 
to discredit the conventional m ode of 
representing gallop in g  horses as untrue. 

H e show ed that although it is untrue in fact, as proved by 
instantaneous photography, it is true in art, because it is 
what that m ost defective instrum ent the eye represents to the 
brain. G alton and other observers are a lw ays credited  with 
the discovery, but an article o f S ir W alter Sim pson’s in the 
“  M agazine o f A rt ” appeared long before G alton  took up the 
subject. It was this subject, and the problem  o f right-handed­
ness, which su ggested  instantaneous p hotography to him  for 
Golf. T h e recom m endation to read this book, o f w hich we 
were pleased to notice a second edition in these colum ns a 
short tim e ago, is assum ed to be unnecessary, as it can 
hardly be im agined that golfers are not fam iliar with its 
contents. V ario u s articles on the gam e have com e from his 
pen, and an interesting correspondence about the rules, in which 
he took chief part, and which origin ally  appeared in the Field,\ 
is reprinted in the “  G olfing A n n u al.” A  chapter in the B ad­
minton book also com es from  his pen, and 'is not one o f the least 
attractions o f that racy  and deservedly  popular book

D urin g the years 1886 and 1887 Sir W alter Sim pson was cap­
tain of the H onourable C om pany o f E d in bu rgh  G olfers. A t the 
end of his cap tain cy he presented to the d u b  a large silver medal 
for the second best score. T h ere  is reproduced above the ob­
verse o f the m edal, on w hich is engraved  a portrait of the 
donor, taken from  a sketch m ade b y his brother, M r. W illiam  
Sim pson, o f the Fleurs, who, by the way, is well-known for his 
stud o f spaniels.

W ith  regard to other sports, S ir W alter, in his youth, was not
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deficient o f excellence, as his rem arks in the preface to his book 
would lead m any to suppose. A t an unusually, we m ay even 
say u nprecedentedly, early  age  he had a place in the E din bu rgh  
A cad em y  C ricket T eam . A t 15 he cleared the board o f all 
prizes for boys under 5 feet, and is reported as having won the 
100 yards race in ro seconds. A fterw ards, too, when an under­
graduate at C am bridge  U n iversity, he gave  a good account of 
him self. H e w as stroke of his college eight, and one of his 
college  eleven. A s a hurdle-jum per and a sprinter at 100 
yards he had quite a nam e. A t putting the ball and throwing 
the ham m er he could hold his own against any man. A s  proof 
o f his prowess, he holds cups for all these events, gain ed at his 
C ollege (C aiu s) sports.

In conclusion, it m ay be m entioned that in this year’s e xh ib i­
tion of w ork o f the R oyal Institution, Edinburgh, there was 
shown a bronze statuette o f S ir W alter Sim pson, executed by 
M r. J. Stevenson Rhind.

A N  IM P R O V E D  G O L F  CLU B.

It will not be the fault of club-makers if golfers cannot improve 
their play to the highest pitch. The “  Golf Appliance Company,” 36, 
George Street, Edinburgh, have brought out a new club, which is 
patented. The two points upon which attention has been concentrated 
are the lead and the fixing of the shaft to the head. The lead does 
not extend so far behind the ball as in the ordinary club, and it is let 
into a sort of V-shaped aperture, in such a way as to prevent it from 
coming loose with the force of successive impact. Then the shaft is 
also glued into another V-shaped opening in the head, the wood at the 
neck of the club being very greatly reduced. The result is that a 
good deal of useless deadweight on the head of the club is curtailed and 
concentrated on those points which in actual play are found to be most 
serviceable The club is certainly a finely balanced instrument, but 
we are far from pitching its claim to superiority over the ordinary play 
club so high as the patentees do. Two real advantages it does undoubt­
edly possess. It protects from moisture the end of tne shaft joining the 
head below the whipping, and it reduces the weight of dead wood at 
the neck, and allows the spring of the blow to be felt near the head.

P R O P O S E D  G O L F  C O U R S E  FO R  P E T E R H E A D .

A  meeting c f the members of the Peterhead Golf Club was held in 
the Café, Laing’s Hotel, last week, for the purpose of considering the 
practicability of laying out a Golf course on the links of St. Fergus. 
M r. A. W. Robertson, captain of the club, presided. After stating the 
object of meeting, he called upon Mr. R. Gray, who had been in cor­
respondence with Colonel Ferguson, to give in a report. Mr. Gray 
said he pointed out to Colonel Ferguson the likelihood of a Golf course 
making Peterhead more attractive for strangers than it used to be. He 
asked Colonel Ferguson if he would be so generous as to give them 
facilities, free of any charge, for making a suitable G olf course on the 
Links of St. Fergus. There was very little to report in respect to 
Colonel Ferguson’s answer, wdiich was short and characteristic. Colonel 
Ferguson said he would have very great pleasure indeed in allowing 
them to make use of the links for the purposes of a Golf course ; and 
he added that he would have very great pleasure indeed in being 
allowed to become a member of the club. Those wTho had gone over 
the ground saw that there was a Golf course there which might be de­
scribed as an ideal G olf course. A  committee, consisting of Messrs. 
A. W. Robertson, J. S. M ‘Pherson, James Forrest, J. A. Fairley, and 
R. Gray, was appointed to arrange with the Artillery Volunteers regard­
ing their target, which is on the ground proposed to be used, to have 
the ground inspected by a professional, have the course laid out theoreti­
cally, estimate the cost, and report.

N E W  L IN K S  N E A R  M A C H R IH A N IS H .
A  party of well-known golfers last week examined the links on 

Clochkeil, near Machrihanish. They have gone thoroughly over the 
ground, and are delighted with the beauty of the links. A  perfect 
course of eighteen holes can be laid out with very little trouble and 
expense. The course throughout will embrace everything dear to the 
golfer in the way of hazards, bunkers, etc., so as to make it a sporting 
one ; while the putting-greens, which may be laid out, will have 
beautifully laid turf requiring but a little bent-pulling and rolling to put 
them into perfect condition. In a very short time the course would be 
made one of the finest courses in Scotland. The start-off and final 
holes would be within a stone-throw of each other. The view's from 
the links comprise the whole scope of the magnificent Machrihanish 
Bay, the bold promontaries of the Mull of Kintyre, with Rathlin and 
the north coast of Ireland lying beyond ; to the west and north the 
islands of Islay, Jura, and Gigha, together with the west coast of 
Kintyre from Ballyvain and Glenbarr— the whole forming one grand 
panorama, which is unparalleled. With a nine-hole course on “  Mach- 
rennian,” and an eighteen-hole course on Clochkeil (which is only a 
mile from the Pans Hotel), the Pans would become the most perfect 
golfing centre in the kingdom, and be quite independent of the present

links over the Machrihanish farm. The course is about four miles 
distant from Campbeltown, and is as accessible from the Tarbert coach- 
road as it is from the Pans Hotel (a drive of only a few minutes), and 
we understand the idea is to form a limited company and feu or lease 
the links from the Duke of Argyll.
