T W O  C H A M P I O N S H I P  G R E E N S .

N ow  that the Cham pionship for 1892 has passed, and the 
unhappy differences which arose as to the green on which 
it should be played have been happily overcom e, it m ay be 
useful To com pare the capabilities o f the two g ree n s— M ussel­
burgh and M uirfield, as golfing greens, and consider w hether 
either o f them  can ju stly  lay  claim  to be a green  on which the 
greatest event of the year in the go lfin g world should take  

place.
Lookin g first at the results o f  the play, it is som ew hat re­

m arkable that the com petitions which took place last month 
over the two greens, were both gained b y  the two lead ing 
com petitors, M r. H ilton and W illie  Park, in the sam e num ber 
o f  strokes, viz., 305 for the seventy-tw o holes, g iv in g an 
average o f 76*25 for eighteen holes. T h e low est scores o f any 
single round of eighteen holes w ere those o f Mr. H ilton  at 
M uirfield, 72, and o f Jack K irk a ld y  at M usselburgh, 71.

S ixty com petitors, including tw enty-two am ateurs, started at 
M uirfield, and fifty-two com petitors, including six am ateurs, at 
M usselburgh. A t M usselburgh there were fourteen com petitors, 
including two am ateurs, whose com bined scores averaged  under 
80, and at M uirfield there were eleven com petitors in clu din g 
three am ateurs, who m aintained the sam e average. A t M uir­
field there were fifty-one scores under 80, and at M usselburgh 
forty such scores.

It would seem  from  the above data that the eighteen  holes of 
the two greens should, at present, be negotiated  in nearly the 
sam e figures. H ow  is this brought about ?

On a calm  day at M usselburgh, in the two rounds o f nine 
holes, there are six putting-greens, the fourth, seventh, ninth, 
thirteenth, sixteenth, and eighteenth, which can be reached by 
good drives from the tee, thus m akin g at par play six holes for 
18. T h ere  are eight putting-greens the first, fifth, sixth, eighth, 
tenth, fourteenth, fifteenth, and seventeenth, which can be 
reached in two shots, thus m aking 32 for the par play o f these 
holes ; and the rem aining four holes, viz., the second, third, 
eleventh, and twelfth, usually require three shots to reach their 
greens, g iv in g  20 for their par play. T h is m akes the par play 
of the green 70.

U n der the sam e conditions o f reckoning, there are at M uir­
field three holes the putting-greens of which can be reached 
from the tee in one stroke, viz , the first, fifteenth, and seven ­
teenth ; tw elve holes requiring two shots for the sam e result 
v i z , the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh, ninth, tenth, 
e leventh, twelfth, thirteenth, fourteenth, and sixteenth, and three 
holes, the second, eighth, and eighteen th ,requiring usually three 
strokes. T h is reckoning gives 72 as the par play o f the green.

W hen  the difficulties to be overcom e on the two greens are 
considered, great differences will be found. A s  far as the 
p utting-greens are concerned, those at M uirfield are better in 
every way than those at M usselburgh, although the latter were 
during the Septem ber com petition in as good order as they 
have been for m any years. T h e  M uirfield greens and the lies 
throughout the course, reflect the greatest credit on the zeal 
and industry o f the H onourable C om pany’s green  com m ittee. 
T h e  amount o f labour and care required to bring a new gieen  
into the state  in which the M uirfield green was at the C ham ­
pionship m eeting must have been very great.

T h e  “ th ree-h o les” at M uirfield— i.e., the holes to be reached 
from  the te e — the first, fifteenth, and seventeenth, are as good 
golfing holes as any on the green. T h e  first requires straight 
and good driving, but has no hazard for a topped shot ; the 
fifteenth has a very good bunker to be carried, the far border o f 
w hich in a line to the hole is 120 yards from  the tee ; and the 
seventeenth has a bunker alm ost bounding the green, the hole 
e dge o f which is 140 yards from the tee.

A t M usselburgh, the holes to be reached from  the tee are 
also good holes. A t the fourth hole, 150 yards o f  irregularly

placed sandy hazards must be carried to reach the green, w hich 
is flanked on both sides by bunkers, so that both straightness 
and distance are required for the tee shot. A t the seventh 
hole, a succession o f bunkers lie betw een the tee and the 
green, punishing a b a d ly  topped ball, and the far ed ge  o f  
the last bunker bounds the green at 168 yards from the tee, 
so that a well-hit ball carrying this bunker lies on the green. 
T h e  ninth hole is a good cleek drive, requiring a carry  o f 
132 yards to overcom e the hill in front of the green, and 
the drive must be straight to avoid a bunker flanking the 
course on each side at the sam e distance. T h e  “  three- 
holes ” at M usselburgh have longer carries from the tee, and 
there are six o f them  in the eighteen-hole round, while at M uir­
field there are only three.

O f the tw elve holes at M uirfield requiring two shots to 
reach the putting-greens on a calm  day, viz., the third, fourth, 
fifth, sixth, seventh, ninth, tenth, eleventh, twelfth, thirteenth, 
fourteenth, and sixteenth, all are easily  reached in two strokes. 
T h e y  are m ostly w hat m ay be term ed “  levellers,” and belong 
to that objectionable class o f hole w hich can be reach ed  with 
a drive and an iron shot, or with tw o cleek  shots, or even 
two iron shots. O n a calm  day, it is im m aterial as regard s 
covering the distance, w hether the p layer tries to get as far 
forward as he can o ff the tee or not. T h e  m oderate driver 
is placed on an equality, or n early  so, with the best driver. 
T h e  brilliant driver cannot reach the green  from the tee, 
w hile the poorer driver, or the driver who has m issed his 
tee shot, can reach the green  in his second. T h e  form er
has for that purpose to play a short iron, and the latter a 
long iron shot. T h e  form er risks the bunker at the end o f 
his carry from  the tee, and the latter risks it in his approach 
shot with an iron. T o  give the good driver a fair return for 
his skill, and esp ecia lly  if  he be asked to risk the long carry  
o f a bunker from  the tee, the “ fo u r-h o le” should be o f  such 
length that it requires another good drive to reach it, as in 
the second hole at M uirfield, w here a p layer is repaid for 
risking and carry in g  the green  bunker in his second shot ; 
or the ground should be so arranged th at, if  the drive from  
the tee has not carried the tee hazard, the p layer cannot 
easily  reach the hole in his second. A t m ost o f the “ four- 
h o le s ” at M uirfield, a cleek shot from the tee is as good as a 
driver shot, and in som e cases safer, so that several good 
drivers preferred at certain  holes to use the cleek  from  the 
tee.

A t M usselburgh, o f the eight holes in the two rounds 
which can be reach ed from the tee in two strokes, four are 
over 340 yards, and all these h ave  good  w ell-p laced hazards 
in the line to the hole, requiring a fair second shot to reach 
the green  in safety.

T ak in g  175 yard s as a good a verage  drive on a calm  day, 
the holes at M uirfield usually requiring m ore than two shots to 
reach the greens are the second, eighth, and eighteenth . T h ese  
three “  five-holes ” are good golfing holes, h av in g  bunkers to be 
avoided, or carried  from the tees, at about 155, 115, and 80 
yards respectively, and a hazard in front o f each green, which 
must be negotiated, or considerable distance lost.

T h e  corresponding holes at M usselburgh, viz., the second and 
third, eleventh and twelfth, are also good go lfin g holes, requir­
ing high go lfin g skill to negotiate each of them  in five strokes, 
as the bunkers are w ell-placed and num erous.

It will be seen from  what has been said, that one deficiency 
of the M uirfield green is the absence o f  that very  im portant 
stroke, the shot with wood through the green. A t M uirfield, 
if  the tee shot has been an average  one, there are only three 
such shots in the round, viz., at the second, eighth, and 
eighteenth holes. A t  M usselburgh there are six such shots in the 
eighteen  holes, viz., at the second, third, fifth, eleventh, twelfth, 
and fourteenth.

C om paring St. A n drew s green  with M uirfield and M ussel­
burgh, it w ill be found that there are at least eleven  shots 
through the green  where, a good lie b ein g  obtained, a wooden 
club will be required to cover the desired distance. T h ere  is 
also at St. A n d rew s a great absen ce  o f that levellin g  “  four- 
hole,” the drive and iron hole. Lon g drivin g  is, as it should 
alw ays be, well repaid at St. A n drew s, but, unfortunately, a 
hard hit, topped ball, m ay be equ ally  well repaid. H owever, 
the distance m ust gen erally  be covered in one, two, or three 
long shots to reach  the green s in scratch  p lay, and it is m aterial



to effecting this, that the driver should be taken at the tee. A t 
M uirfield there are fifteen holes under 340 yards long, at 
M usselburgh there are ten such in the two rounds, and at St. 
A ndrew s there are seven such.

A s  M uirfield stands at present, and as M usselburgh can never 
be extended beyond the nine holes, neither can claim  to equal 
some other greens as th e  arena on w hich the great events o f 
the golfing w orld— the yearly  C ham pionships— should be d e ­
cided. B y  takin g in som e o f the ground, either on the north 
or west o f  the present course, and ad d in g it thereto, b y  the 
introduction o f som e finer “  faces ” to p lay  over, and relieving 
the som ew hat m onotonous level, and by the reduction o f  the 
present num ber o f “  four-holes,” M uirfield would, despite its 
distance from  any convenient lodgin gs for the professional 
com petitors, at least approach m ore nearly the class o f the 
other green s on w hich the com petitions are held.

P O T - H U N T I N G  IN  G O L F .

T h e  p resent-day V olun teer who can shoot with more than 
average accuracy, and who annually nets a handsom e “  p ile” by  
atten din g every  prize m eetin g in the country, is not as a rule 
credited with m uch genuine patriotism . On the contrary, out­
siders are strongly inclined to the b e lie f that with the crack- 
shot it is P e lf  first and Patriotism  afterw ards— a very poor 
second. U n less stringent m easures are taken to cut short his 
career, the go lfin g “  pot-hunter ” threatens to becom e as 
notorious a personage as the m odern riflem an. T h e  man who 
does not care to play G o lf for the sake o f  the gam e itse lf is a 
pitiable being, in all con science ; and yet he not only exists, but 
during the past few  years he has m ultiplied in an alarm ing 
degree. H e is now to be found in alm ost every  club which 
countenances prize com petitions o f  the butter-cooler and electro­
plated cruet-stand order. G o lf clubs possessed o f  considerable 
funds m ight surely devise som e m ore sportsm anlike, not to say 
dignified, m eans o f gettin g rid o f their m oney than pandering 
to the covetous instinct o f the pot-hunter. In sayin g this, it is 
not in the least intended to decry  all prize com petitions. B y  no 
m eans ; cups and m edals com peted for at given periods, the 
winner takin g som e perm anent m em ento o f his v ictory  in the 
form, say, o f  a gold charm , are w h olly  unobjectionable, and m ay 
be credited  with lendin g a health y stim ulus to the gam e. But 
when we get down as low  as coal-scuttles and egg-boilers (which, 
I observe, figured in the prize list o f an E d in bu rgh  “ tournam ent,5’ 
reported som e tim e ago in Golf), surely the tim e has com e to 
call a halt. T h e  coal-scuttle and egg-boiler policy is not 
calculated to prom ote the best interests o f G olf as a m anly and 
healthful gam e. A lrea d y  its dem oralising effects are plainly 
visible. It has brought into existence a type o f golfers whose 
sole object in life  appears to be to secure as m any of the articles 
above indicated as possible. F o r  him  a round o f the links in 
a friendly gam e is to ta lly  destitute o f  pleasure. W h en  he does 
p lay— ju st to keep  his hand from losin g its cunning— he goes 
about it in a perfunctory listless w ay that offers a strange 
contrast to the business-like air w hich m arks his style when 
with each su cceedin g long putt he feels the alluring egg-boiler 
to be well within his grasp. T o  do him  justice, the “ pot-h un ter” 
m akes no secret o f  his little gam e. H e has been known frankly 
to adm it that he can never show to advantage unless there is 
“  som ething on.55

In thus condem ning what, in the opinion of one who has been 
an ardent lover o f  G o lf for upw ards o f tw enty years, is a grow in g 
evil, tending to bring a delightful pastim e into contem pt and 
disrepute, I am  to lerab ly  certain to bring a hornet’s nest about 
m y ears. On the other hand, how ever, I am equally assured 
that there are m any good  and true go lfers who will be at one 
with m e in th in king that club m anagers cannot too soon set about 
arranging their com petitions in such form  as will convince the 
butter cooler brigade that their occupation is gone. Such a 
procedure can have no effect other than that o f im parting a 
health ier and m ore elevatin g tone to the R o yal and A n cien t 
gam e.

IRevtew.
Golf in th e  Y ear  2,000, or w hat we are  Coming to .

B y  J. A . C. K . London : T . F ish er U nwin, is, 6d.

W e  have no wish to be unnecessarily harsh in our estim ate 
o f this book by J. A . C. K ., for whose excursion into literary 
pastures, as he tells us in the preface, h im self shall hard ly 
account, still, candour com pels the adm ission that J. A . C. K ., if  
the unpleasant p leasantry be allow ed to pass, is not exactly a 
“ r ip p e r” in the arts and graces of authorship. H is book in 
som e w ays challenges com parison with “ T h e  C om ing R a ce ,” 
not altogether to the disadvantage o f the latter. L ike  R ip V an  
W inkle, the narrator falls into a trance, and sleeps for a hundred 
and eight years, at the end o f which tim e he aw akes to find, not 
unnaturally, that he and his surroundings have “ suffered a sea 
change.” H e com es to, so to speak, in the house of M r. A dam s,
C .I .G .C ., which m ystic initials are interpreted as sign ifyin g 
“  C h ie f Inspector o f G o lf C lu b s ” ; b y  the tim e the reader has 
arrived at this point, he will be inclined to wish that that 
functionary could have com bined with his office that o f C h ie f 
Inspector o f G ram m atical Construction. But now several 
wonderful things happen ; sh avin g has been im proved out o f 
existence, in lieu th ereof a m agical depilatory rem oves the beard 
by a touch ; when dinner tim e arrives the table is found to be 
“  m ade o f three concentric circular pieces, and the m iddle one 
sank down through the floor, leavin g intact the outer one, which 
form ed the edge o f the com plete tab le ;” “  the dumb waiter por­
tion reappeared, bearin g two plates o f soup on it.”  T h ere  are 
coloured photographs, alm ost endowed, as it seem ed, with life ; 
there are arrangem ents o f  m irrors electrically  connected, by 
m eans o f which one can sit and watch a play acted in London, 
without the trouble o f go ing there; in short the house is “  re­
plete with every  convenience and luxury ” which a h ighly ad­
van ced stage o f scientific know ledge can suggest. T h e  C h ie f 
Inspector when the tim e arrives for serious business, gives his 
guest the choice o f a green on w hich to have a m atch : “  T h e y  
are all equally convenient, from T hurso to Penzance ; if  you 
cared, we could even play a round on both o f the greens I have 
m entioned.” So b y  m eans o f an electric tubular railway, they 
find them selves at St. A ndrew s alm ost before th ey have tim e 
to wink. A rrived  there, it is n ecessary to procure a set o f clubs, 
and a golfing coat, this latter a garm ent w hich subsequently d e­
velops unexpected, not to say alarm ing qualities. T h e  starting is 
m an aged by phonograph, in conjunction with a board outside 
the window, on which board every  m an’s nam e appears when 
his turn arrives. It is satisfactory to find that a due sense o f 
order and decorum  prevails ; in fact, no one is at the tee but 
the opponent. T h e  vagrom  schoolboy, if under the age o f 
fifteen, has no place in this econom y, nor are there any caddies 
— none in the flesh, that is to say. A s substitutes there are 
perpendicular rods about four feet high, w eighted at the foot 
and hung upon wheels, the m agnetic qualities o f the em ployer’s 
golfin g jack e t serving to keep them  in tow, at a respectful 
distance o f tw elve feet. T h e  clubs have advanced with the 
age, and are fitted with a dial apparatus for autom atically 
registering every  shot played, for there is a com petition every 
day, and “  we have got handicapping as near perfection as 
possible, for we have a record o f every round a man plays, and 
b y takin g his average from  day to day and from week to week, 
we soon arrive at his right figure.” A n oth er autom atic 
apparatus registers the length of every carry ; the thickness o f 
grip  can be altered at will in a m om ent, and the shape o f the 
clubs, all m ade o f  steel in one piece, is such that they can be 
used either right or left-handed. T h e  niblick is a work o f 
genius ; when sw ung over the shoulder its queerly-shaped 
double head begins to revolve on its own account with exceed ­
ing velocity, like a paddle-w heel, only faster, and ejects out o f 
the bunker clouds o f sand sufficient to keep “ O ld  T o m ’s ” 
greens g o in g fo r  a tw elvem onth. M oreover, the golfin g ja ck e t 
shouts “  F ore ” every tim e a drive is m ade, to the detrim ent, 
until one becom es habituated to it, both o f  the stroke and o f 
the tem per— all which is excellent fooling, and this chapter one 
o f the best in the book. But, scientifically speaking, the author 
goes astray  as to his balls in the year 2,000, in the centre o f which 
he arran ges for a cham ber o f com pressed air, outside that a rim



a quarter-of-an-inch in thickness,-m ade o f som e hard substance 
like gutta-percha, then the shell, constructed o f oblong little 
blocks fixed to the inside layer by springs, four to every square, 
crossin g each other. I f  physical laws in the year 2,000 happen 
to be the sam e as those now in force, the effect produced by 
striking such a ball would undoubtedly be startling, though 
what precise results would actually  ensue it would puzzle the 
most erudite natural philosopher to predict. O ne thing is 
certain — one would prefer oneself to use the “  old-fashioned 
gutta,” leavin g the new invention to the enem y, all the m ore if 
there was w agering to any considerable extent on the m atch. 
A  better idea than this is the arrangem ent o f m irrors, by 
m eans o f which the progress o f a m atch m ay be w atched, say 
in London, or w herever a connection by wire exists. B y  this 
d evice the spectator m ay, and indeed does, witness an Inter­
national m atch played in A m erica  betw een the A m erican  and 
Scottish  cham pions. B y  putting a shilling in the slot 
adm ittance is gained to a large hall in Oxford-street, seated for 
five or six thousand persons, all o f whom watch the m atch 
(described in som e detail) with hearty interest and rapturous 
applause. In these happy tim es there is to be no war, for 
beneficent science will have supplied m ankind with such 
diabolical inventions that one explosive stinkpot will scatter 
destruction broadcast for m iles ; thus the sw ord is turned into 
the ploughshare, and the spear into the pruning-hook, or 
rather into the m ultifarious im plem ents adapted to the ancient 
gam e. H ence in all squabbles the arbitram ent is b y  G o lf ; the 
fate of an em pire hangs on a bad lie (one had hoped these 
m ight have been abolished), and B ritain  chortles in its jo y  
when it sees a Frenchm an m iss a short putt at Pau. W om en 
will have taken their places as dem anded by the “  shrieking 
s i s t e r h o o d t h e y  do all the work o f the world, and are never 
seen upon the links— for w hich concession let us be duly 
grateful.

From  internal evidence it is abundantly clear that this book 
is not written b y an E nglishm an, the “ w oulds” and the “ w ills” 
m ake their irritating appearance in every place where they 
should not, with absolutely unerring precision. O f  literary 
style there appears not the rem otest trace, which is the less 
surprising if  one takes account o f the circum stance that within 
these covers gram m atical rules m anifest such close affinities 
with the prom ises and pie-crusts o f Sw ift’s proverb. T o  the 
consideration o f the reflective m ay be subm itted the following : 
— “  I got alm ost to know  it, at least I thought I did, and one 
night I thought I’d show how clever I was, and stood up when 
I thought th ey ’d begun i t ; but it wasn’t, so as I didn ’t like to 
sit down again I took m y hat and went off.” “  T h e  walls o f 
the room were the sam e as the hall, only the colour was a dark 
bronze.” “  I will be very happy, but I must get into form  first.” 
“  In the first place I would like this rem oved.”  “ ’T w as we first 
began to give G o lf its proper position.” But even as M r. 
B ellairs, in “  T h e  W reck er,” had som e good in him, so also is 
this book not w holly evil, as when, for instance, it was proposed 
to raise the old fellow ’s handicap ; " J i s i  leave it  alane, he's a 
gay g u id  coonter?  N ot without a touch o f hum our does the 
author allow his im agination free p lay in dealing with the future 
o f the gam e, when m atch play shall have been alm ost im proved 
out o f existence, and the self-acting putter does everythin g 
short o f telling you the line o f your putt. T h e  pity o f it is that 
the ideas are clothed in such slip-shod E n glish , gratin g  on one 
at every turn, itse lf sufficient to m ar the effect o f  the whole, 
how ever rich the im agination, or am usingly extravagant the 
general conception.

A  pleasantly written article on “  G o lf on W im bledon  C om ­
mon ” appeared this w eek in the D a ily  New s. B ut the author 
has not been at pains to m aster the elem entary technicalities of 
the sport w hich he undertakes to discuss. F or exam ple, he 
t i lk s  o f the unw ary spectator, greeted with indignant shouts o f 
“  F ire  ! fire ! ” and the pride taken b y the m em bers o f the club 
in keeping the “  goals ” perfect. T h is  is the sort o f thing 
calculated to m ake C aledonia decidedly “  wild.”

T h e  F orm by G o lf Club, Lancashire, have m ade arran ge­
ments with M essrs. D . M cE w an  and Son, o f  M usselburgh, 
to keep a club-m aker, and also a first-class p layer alw ays on 
the green.

A N N U S  M I R A B I L I S .

F or some years past, I have been unable to ascertain  the 
cause o f the great scarcity  o f larks and sw allows. I am g la d  to 
say, however, that this scarcity  can now in a great m easure be 
satisfactorily accounted for, as statistics relative to the fata lity  
am ong the little choristers of the air are published ; and they 
must be true, for th ey appear in our own valuable  little paper, 
Golf. I observe that at the tim e these statistics were published 
there were three tim es the num ber o f larks k illed  with G olf-balls 
than swallows. T h is , however, is not so m uch to be surprised at 
when we take into consideration the aptitude o f the last-nam ed 
bird for “ jin k in g ,” ow ing to their continual practice  in search of 
food, w hereas the lark  is a little  innocent, which rem ains 
stationary and suspended on its tin y  pinions far up in the 
heavens, singing down to the cruel go lfer who is so deadly  in 
his aim, “  I am  a target, fire at me ! ”

N otw ithstanding the great facility  offered to the m arksm an, 
it is certain ly very  clever work to brin g  down a bird with a Golf- 
ball from  such a height, especially, when the perform er states 
his intention o f  doing so beforehand ! N o  doubt we live in a 
wonderful age. H ad  our great forebears been told that in the 
future sportsm en would use clubs instead o f  guns for a “  chaste 
and elegant gen eral s lau gh ter” o f birds, th ey  would have laughed 
us to scorn. E v en  had they lived to see this developm ent o f 
shooting, they would have said with us, “ these new -fangled 
notions m ay do for som e people ; the new  m ode m ay be the 
cheaper and m ore accurate, but there are pleasant associations 
about the gun ; the sm ell o’ the poother nae doot, and sic like, 
that endears sport as it used to be to our m em ories.”

Som etim es I think, even with regard to the ancient gam e of 
Golf, that there is not m uch room  for im provem ent in the old 
style o f gam e. W e  hear o f new clubs which please us much, 
but in the long run the p lay rem ains m uch about the same. 
T a k e  the “ bu lger,” for exam ple. A n y  man o f a scientific turn 
o f mind m ay see at a g lan ce that it cannot do otherw ise than 
drive a ball straight. A t first sight I thought the bu lger a 
strange looking fish, until I exam ined his head. But g ive  me a 
good driver, properly balanced, with the spring in its proper 
place, and a proper man at the proper end o f  it, in preference 
to the new club. T a k e , as another exam ple, the “ Pendulum  
Putter,” a very  clever adaptation indeed. But you  m ust excuse 
me. I and m any other golfers have old-fashioned notions, and 
we are apt to th in k that these clubs alter the appearance o f the 
gam e too m uch, cau sin g the operator to seem  as if  he were 
takin g engineering observations, instead o f putting. W e  would 
rather have the old putter yet. B ut let bu sy heads go  on 
im proving and in ven tin g ; the new clubs m ay all com e in han dy 
for the rising generation.

I like to m eet with good golfers. I m et a first-class one the 
other even ing— I know  this is correct, for he told me so him self. 
H e told me that he had killed a lark  som e years ago, w hich 
certain ly was deservin g o f great credit, as lark-shooting upon the 
new  im proved princip les was only in its in fan cy then. I do 
not like to hear a sportsm an boasting ; how ever, I show ed him  
the statistics in Go lf . I even called  and saw him  the follow ing 
w eek, and I thought I was go ing to take him  b y surprise, b y  
show ing that one sportsm an had k illed  a lark  with a club itself, 
and without even seeing the bird ; but perhaps he thought it was 
only a lark, for he wouldn’t sw allow  it. B ut he is not to be 
outdone, and m y friend freely stated  to m e his intention of 
visitin g the m oors on the 12th o f  A ugust, with his new 
ornithological annihilating bulger, or patent lofting iron.

T h e  proceedings, which were 
conducted in private, were, it is understood, of an inform al kind, 
but after som e conversation, a sm all com m ittee was appointed 
to inquire into the feasib ility  o f the schem e, with instructions 
to confer with the officials o f other clubs and report to the 
council at an early  date.

T h e new s o f the death of D r. Sanderson, o f M usselburgh, 
will carry sadness with it into m any parts o f the w orld w hither 
his num erous friends have becom e scattered with years. D r. 
Alexander M acdonald  Sanderson, J.P., died at his house, B iid ge  
Street, M usselburgh, last week, after a severe illness extending 
over three m onths. H e w as the third son of the late D r. 
Henry Sanderson, R .N ., was educated at M usselburgh 
Gram m ar School and in G erm any, and was adm itted a m em ber 
of the R o yal C ollege  o f Surgeons, E d in bu rgh , in 1852. T h e re ­
after he began practice  in M usselburgh On the death o f his 
father he succeeded to an extensive practice, which he con ­
tinued till his last illness. In 1867 he was appointed M edical

O fficer o f H ealth  for the burgh. H e was also m edical officer 
to the P aroch ial B oard  o f Inveresk, and to the Inveresk C om ­
bination Poorhouse. H e was Surgeon-M ajor in the M id- 
Lothian C oast A rtillery  Volunteers, and chairm an of the 
M usselburgh G as-ligh t Com pany. D r. Sanderson was sixty- 
six years of age, and is survived b y  his wife, a son, and 
daughter.

*  *  *

D r. Sanderson m ight be called a hereditary doctor, for his 
father was a doctor in M usselburgh before him. H is father 
had been a doctor in the N avy, and had in his later years 
settled down here. D r. Sanderson was a very keen sportsm an, 
and in early life he follow ed the horn and hounds like a very 
N im rod, and m any was the tim e he was in at “  the death.” 
But the fox-hunting in the Lothians p ractically  ceased som e 
years ago, when M r. Jam es H ope gave up the m astership o f 
the hunt. O f his ardent love o f G o lf no frequenter o f  the 
M usselburgh links needs to be told. H e was the very life and 
soul o f the H onourable C om pany o f  Golfers, and his fam iliar 
figure will be long and sadly m issed from the M usselburgh 
course, where his breezy presence was so m uch enjoyed by 
every one. H e  was not a crack hand with the driver, but he 
was deadly on the green, and his long putts were excellent. 
W h en  he got within range o f the hole he was alw ays there or 
thereabouts. H e was one o f those who do good b y stealth, 
and blush to find it fame. O f all the vast assem blage o f 
sincere m ourners— doctors, clergym en, golfers, and others—  
who follow ed his rem ains to the grave, there was no one more 
sincere in his sorrow than the doctor’s old servant, B ob H ilston. 
T h is poor old fellow — Little Bob, as he is gen erally  called—  
was for m any a long year the doctor’s stablem an, but after he 
becam e through sheer old age unfit for that work, he was kept 
on as a pensioner, and his principal ta sk — a task which he 
could delegate to no one e lse— was to act as the doctor’s caddie 
on the links, where his figure was as well known as that o f the 
doctor him self.

H ere is a good story o f a tennis tournam ent. O ne young 
lady not being up to time, the secretary sent a verbal m essage 
to her house to inform her that if she did not com e at once he 
should scratch ” her. T h e  m aid, horrified at the want o f 
courtesy in the use o f  the term  she did not understand, e n ­
deavoured to soften the m essage by delivering it, “  P lease, miss, 
M r.

M ESSRS. G R A Y  A N D  SO N S’ G O L F  CLU BS.

With the increase of Golf playing it was only to be expected that a 
proportionate increase in the number of Golf-club makers would take 
place, particularly in England. Messrs. H. J. Gray and Sons, Cam­
bridge, the well-known makers of athletic implements, have for some 
time been paying serious attention to the making of Golf-clubs and 
balls, and this department has been added to their business. As 
makers of lawn tennis racquets, cricket bats, fives bats, and other 
athletic material, they have long been known among the University 
players, the late Duke of Clarence, the Hon. Alfred Lyttelton, the Hon. 
Ivo Bligh, and many other leading players in the various departments 
having willingly testified to be excellence of Messrs. Gray’s material. 
First rate Golf-club makers from Scotland have been engaged, and 
Golf-clubs are being turned out which for shape and excellence of 
workmanship cannot be surpassed. We have recently had the pleasure 
of testing some of their clubs, and it is impossible to speak too highly 
of them. The hickory shafts are beautifully finished, and the modelling 
of the heads shows that they have been done by makers trained in the 
best schools of St. Andrews and Musselburgh,



T o  the E d ito r o f Golf.
S ir ,— I should feel obliged by your giving your opinion upon 

the following point, which arose in the course of the match for 
the final tie for the president’s cup.

T h e green  at the third hole is on the punch-bowl system , ix . ,  
it is surrounded on three sides b y  a bank, w hich rises at an 
obtuse angle from the level. T h e  top o f the bank, w hich is 
about seven feet high, is occupied by a hedge with th ick under­
grow th, the bank itse lf being turfed, with here and there a few 
patches o f fern. It is the custom  of those who know  the green 
to play their approach shots on to this ban k in order that the 
ball m ay trickle back  to the hole.

B y-law  3 of the local rules states :— “  A  ball m ay be lifted 
and dropped without penalty if  it lies in a rabbit-hole which is 
situated in the course.”

P layer A , playing his fourth shot, put his ball on to the bank, 
but, instead of trickling down, it rem ained to all appearance 
stuck in some fern. On reach ing the spot it was discovered 
that it had gone down a rabbit-hole. T h e  caddie put in his 
hand and recovered it. P layer B  was about two club-lengths 
from the hole in 7. I om itted to mention that a ball struck 
over the hedge in question is out of bounds, and is counted as 
lost, but that if  it lies on the hedge it m ay be played. It was 
im possible to stand on the bank in such a m anner as to place 
the rabbit-hole betw een the player and the flag ; to have 
dropped it on the hedge would have been to have bunkered or 
lost it. T h e  rabbit-hole in question was about ten yards from 
the flag.

T h ere  being no rule or by-law  which directly applies to the 
case, all the data o f which I think I have given, I should be 
m uch obliged if  you would state where in your opinion the equity 
lies. P layer B is o f  opinion that he is entitled to the hole, 
player A  contending that there should be no penalty w hatever, 
especially having regard to by-law 3 of the local rules.

T h ere  is another point upon which I should be g lad  to be 
enlightened. On some greens, Littlestone, for instance, there is a 
system  of reducing the difference between handicap allow ances 
in m atch play by  one-fourth in the case o f singles, and five- 
eighths o f the aggregates in foursomes. Is this system  general, 
and what is its rationale ? W ou ld  it apply to a handicap specially 
issued for a com petition to be played by holes for a particular 
prize, or is it m eant to apply only to the differences betw een 
the “ s to c k ” handicaps? A pologising for troubling you with 
this long com m unication,

[(1.) As the local rule provides that a ball may be lifted out of a 
rabbit-hole on the course without penalty, it stands to reason that this 
may more fitly be done on the putting-green, where no hazards of any 
kind ought to exist; As the hedge prevented the player from dropping 
behind the rabbit-hole, the equity of the case would be met by his going 
a couple of club-lengths to the side of the rabbit-hole furthest from the 
flag, and dropping without penalty. In view of the local rule, B. 
certainly could not claim the hole. (2.) This system, modified so as 
to suit the length, hazards, and general playing character of the green, 
is general in handicap match play. The proportions are not always the

same, because owing to the “  easiness ”  of some greens the difference 
is sometimes less than three-fourths ; but the modifications are made by 
the local committee, in order to equalise play according to the length and 
variety of the Golf course. The rationale of the system is to make the 
play in handicap hole competitions as equal as possible between all 
classes of players; that is to say, that a seratch player should not be 
overweighted in a hole match by having to give a high handicap player 
more than a certain allocated number of strokes on the round, these 
strokes falling due automatically at certain holes (long, medium, or 
short), according to a table of strokes and holes fixed by the local 
committee. It would apply to a special hole competition for a particular 
prize, and this is the system followed in “  Bogey ” tournaments.. Our 
correspondent will find a good deal of interesting matter on handi­
capping in previous volumes of G o lf.— E d .]

T o  the E d ito r o f  G o l f .
S i r ,— In a m edal com petition a p layer is deserted  b y  his 

partner, or his partner does not turn up.
M ay this p layer be scored for b y  one o f the com petitors who 

has com pleted his round and who does not p lay, actin g m erely 
as scorer ; or m ay a m em ber o f the sam e club, not entered for 
the com petition, act as scorer in the sam e way, the com petitor 
playing alone ?

I have had to deal with two cases o f  desertion lately, and in 
one case the p layer o f his last nine holes without a com petitor, 
but with a scorer who had com peted, sent in a w inning card.

W ill you k in d ly  clear up this point for one of the much 
w orked and w orried officials.

[(1.) Yes, certainly. The point to provide for is that all scores 
should be duly authenticated by members of the club having an interest 
in seeing that the play throughout the competition is a true record. 
This can best be done of course by players competing for the same 
prizes, checking each other’s scores and manner of observing the playing 
rules ; but no valid objection can be raised to a player who has already 
completed his scoring round acting as scorer for a competitor who 
cannot find a partner or who has been stranded by the non-appearance 

j  of his opponent. (2.) The winning card is quite good if the scorer of 
the first nine holes and the scorer of the last nine holes, each sign their 
names to the card testifying to the secretary or the committee that the 
recorded score is a faithful transcript of the play. O f course, the card 
would be worthless unless the whole round of eighteen holes is vouched 
for. The committee could not accept a card in a case where a player 
played the first nine holes alone and unattended, and was then joined 
by a fellow-member who bore witness to the play in nine holes only. 
Nor would the committee be justified, unless in special circumstances, 
and previous permission received, in accepting a scoring card testified 
to by a stranger and non-member of the club.— Ed.]

T o  the E d ito r o f  Go l f .
S i r ,— In p layin g  a hole m atch, m y opponent told m y caddie 

to stand at the hole. T h e  caddie w as actin g as fore caddie. 
W h en  a ball is stopped by a fore caddie, it is a rub o f the 
green, and no p enalty  attached to it. M y opponent p layed a 
ball with great force, and struck the fore caddie and claim ed 
the hole. N ow  is it the right gam e for your opponent to tel 
the cad die to stand at the hole, strike him , and claim  the hole 
See R ule 22.

[If it was agreed between the players that the caddie should be con­
sidered as acting in the capacity of fore caddie, of course the hole 
could not be claimed. If no arrangement of the kind was made, then 
technically our correspondent lost the hole, not under Rule 22, but 
under Rule 23. There is no need to comment on the sportsmanlike 
spirit of the player who claims the hole in the circumstances described 
by our correspondent; that speaks eloquently for itself.— E d .]

Previous to 
the erection o f this building a tavern on the west side o f the 
K irk gate  was the favourite resort o f m any players after a bout 
o f their am usem ent, and the scene o f m m y an unbecom ing 
revel. A  num ber o f lively, addle-headed, aged gentlem en, 
about the m iddle o f the eighteenth century m ade golfing alm ost 
their sole enjoym ent, and, although all upwards o f  seventy 
years o f age, are declared by Sm ollet never to have gone to bed 
without sw illing the larger pare or a gallon of claret, C harles I., 
Jam es V I I  , and m any persons of distinction have go lfed  on 
Leith links ; but the go lfers— though doubtless with crow ds o f 
honourable exceptions— have so far associated their pastim e 
with follies which are intrinsically quite foreign to it as to have 
m ade its resources for healthful exercise not quite com patible 
with n icety of moral or at least religious reputation.”

Let us hope that every pious golfer will when next disposed 
to wet his w histle— w hether in G argantuan draughts such as 
Burns sang in his poem  of that nam e, or in the hum ble nipper- 
kin such as F ath er M athew  him self m ight have tossed o ff 
before breakfast without w in k in g— not forget to breathe a 
kindly toast in m em ory o f these jo lly  old Leith  boys. But as 
to the graceless, if  not actually  ribald, perpetrator of the above, 
we shall m erely say that if he have, as a deplorable fact, left 
descendants behind him to perpetuate his sanguinary fameT we



hope he, she, or they—or let us confine the malediction, 
perhaps, to our own sex—may break their best beloved 
bulgers, and come in twelve down to antagonists they loathe 
each and every day, till they be brought to repent in sack­
cloth and ashes the evil deeds of their malignant ancestor.
