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THE WINDERMERE GOLF LINKS.

Like many other places where it is possible to do so, Windermere
has added to its already numerous attractions a first-rate Golf course.
The Windermere Golf Club was formed three years ago, and from its
beginning up till now it has fourished beyond all expectation. Situated
on very high ground, amid the most lovely of English scenery, the
links command a magnificent and far-reaching view of the Lake moun-
tains. There is perhaps no point in the Lake country from. which
Scafell Pike, the Langdale Pikes, Coniston Old Man, Bowfell, and
Red Screes can be seen to greater advantage.

The Links present that amount of variety which is the delight of the
golfer, and are thoroughly sporting in character. No two holes in the
least resemble each other. From one teeing-ground the player drives
over a valley, and the goal is within sight on the other side. From
another he must play up a steep, craggy slope, as at the ** Ramparts '’
hole, a trying one to the lungs as well as to the muscles. From
another, to avoid coming to grief, he must clear a little trout stream, a
bog, or a clump of heather. At some holes the hazards are not
formidable, while at others, if unsuccessfully dealt with, the player
suffers severe retribution. The whole course of eighteen holes has been
done in seventy-nine by Mr. Charles Dunn, late captain of the club.

Seeing that the Windermere links possess quite a character of their
own, there is much curiosity as to what score Mr. Hilton will accom-
plish the course in, as well as the other leadizg amateurs who are to
play in the Open Grand Tournament, which is to take place on the
25th and 26th instant. On these dates silver plate to the value of £50
will be played for. The tournament is to be in celebration of the
opening of the new club-house, on the building and furnishing of which

1,400 has been spent,

It would be difficult to imagine a more beautiful and attractive Golf
course than that at Windermere, or one more adapted to the game.

LEASOWE GOLF CLUB. -

In the presence of a large company interested in Golf, the Leasowe
Golf Club opened, on Saturday afternoon, May 5th, their new club-
house and course. The new course lies to the south of Leasowe Castle,
stretching from the castle to the Wallasey Golf Links, abounding with
natural hazards. It consists of nine holes, but sufficient land is avail-
able to permit of the full round of eighteen holes being made. The
new site is in every respect superior to the old one alongside the Lea-
sowe embankment, and upon which, notwithstanding its many incon-
veniences, the members hayve played since the club’s inaugurations
several years ago. The club-house, a handsome wood and brick
building, is situated at the Leasowe end of the links, and provides
ample accommodation for the requirements of the members, there being
dressing, dining, and reading-rooms, baths, and kitchens, also excellent
facilities for drying clothing, &c. The building has been constructed
by Messts. Smith Brothers, of Hoylake, from the designs of Messts.
Woolfall and Eccles, architects, Liverpool, and has cost about
£700. The site on which it is placed could not have been better
chosen, as from the front of the club-house a splendid and uninter-
rupted view is obtained of the whole Mersey estuary. The club is in
a most flourishing condition, and already has reached its limit of 200
members, while many have expressed their desire for election. To
inaugurate the new course a foursome was played between Mr. John
Ball, jun, (Amateur Golf Champion), with Mr. R. Johnston, against
Mr. J. Cromarty and Mr, C. H. Smith; Mr. Ball, as captain of the
club, driving the first ball. The result of the game was that Messrs.
Ball and Johnston won the match by 3 up. Duing the afternoon
many members played over the course, and expressed themselves highly

leased wich it.  For the convenience of the golfers a new station has

en erected at Leasowe by the Wirrel Railway Company, at which
Mr. Carr, the manager, has made arrangements for trains to stop at
convenient hours during the day.

In the evening a dinner was held in the club-house, at which about
forty members were present, Mr. John Ball, jun., the captain, occupy-
ing the chair.  After the usual loyal toasts, Mr. W. A. Taylor proposed
‘¢ Success to the Leasowe Golf Club,” which was responded to by the
hon, secretary, Mr. Cromarty. The health of the captain was proposed
by Mr. W. H. Roxburgh, and received with great enthusiasm, Mr.
Ball replying in a brief, but very facetious speech. During the evening
songs were rendered by Messrs. C. H. Smith, Theo, Evans, J. M,
Campbell, and T, Cromarty.

SouTHwoLD GoLr CLUB.—On Saturday, April 215t, a prize given
by Mr. Jas. Crimmen was played for, the winner being Mr. J. B. Good-
ing with a score of 96, less 10=86, and on Satwiday, April 28th, a
prive gizen by Mr. W. T. Hanner was won by Mr. C. J. Waller with
102, less 15=287.
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The newest addition to the large private Golf courses in the

immediate neighbourhood of the metropolis is that of Romford.
A large stretch of the Gidea Hall estate, a mile and a-half
from the town, has been acquired for the purpose, and the new
club, and its committee of management especially, deserve
high praise and hearty congratulations upon the fruition of their
efforts to establish the sport in a becoming fashion in the
neighbourhood. It is only a few weeks since the notion was
bruited, and the energy which has been imported into the
movement may be gauged by the statement that, on Saturday,
the 12th inst., a magnificent course was formally opened to the
play of an already numerous membership. Over a hundred
acres are already under contribution. There are eighteen holes,
varied and interesting, some of them very sporting, and the turf
gives promise of splendid condition throughout, within a short
space of time with the expenditure of a fair amount of labour
and attention, which the enterprising committee may be de-
pended upon not to neglect.

The course as yet is not definitively settled, there being more
land available than has been utilised. Not only, however, is
there ample room for a more extended regular course, but
there is in contemplation a separate links for ladies. The
existing hazards consist of hedges, ditches, small ponds, and
a fair array of artificial bunkers. There is at present an agree-
able variety of distance in the holes, but some of the longest
are likely to be still further extended. The farthest range from
tee to green in the meantime is 378 yards, and the shortest 134
yards. The club has been fortunate in securing the services of
George McIntosh, a Montrose man, as professional. Mclntosh
is not only a good ground-man, but a skilful teacher and club-

maker.

The formal opening of the course on Saturday, was pre-
ceded by a luncheon, at which Mr. Money Wigram, the
newly elected member for the Romford Division presided. In
a happy and humorous speech he proposed success to the club,
and subsequently Mr, F. Green, the captain, drove, amid cheers,
a splendid ball for the opening. One of the residences on the
estate has been converted into a magnificent club house, but

The letter of Mr. Hilton, in our last week’s issue, requires
from us a few comments. In the first place we beg to assure
Mr. Hilton that in any remarks we see fit to make, either ad-
verse to or in praise of himself or any other golfer, we never
allow personal feelings of animosity or prejudice for one moment
to influence us. Our sole concern is the best interest of the
game of Golf. For no golfer can we have greater respect than
Mr. Hilton, who stands on the highest height as one of the best
exponents of the game. On this very account any action of his
naturally attracts attention, and if we ever compliment him or
blame him, we hope that either way he will suppose we mean
well, and would not trouble ourselves to do either were he
not a player of the first water. Many times we have spoken
of Mr. Hilton in the highest terms of praise. Twice only, as
far as we can recollect, have we done the opposite. On one
occasion, on the strength of a Manchester paper’s own state-
ment, we took him to be the writer of a paragraph in that paper
which he disowned. For that, surely, we were not to blame.
On the present occasion we criticised adversely his claim
against Mr. Ball, of Leasowe, in the question of the foul at
the ninth hole in the Hoylake Championship competition.
Mr. Hilton himself allows that such criticism was general, and
that * the bulk of sympathy ” was with his opponent. He must
see at once that we stand clear of any suspicion of personal

animus in the matter.
*

This being premised, we hold that Mr. Hilton is indebted to
us for the opportunity ot giving his version of the unfortunate
incident in our columns, which, as he knows, are at all times
open to discuss both sides of any question that may arise.
Instead of speaking of our ‘“uncalled-for remarks,” and our
“ungenerous criticism,” he ought to be grateful for us for
allowing him to put himself right with the golfing fraternity,
for, say what he may, we are certainly aware that our view of
the matter was largely that of the Championship gathering, and
that in giving our opinion we voiced the general opinion of
those who are concerned to see Golf played as it ought to be.
Mr. Hilton would appear to be venting upon our heads a
certain amount of wrath engendered by even more severe
criticism than ours, for we may remind him that “unsportsman-
like behaviour” is his own phrase, not ours.

Mr. Hilton says our account of the said spectator’s action is
incorrect. The paper we have quoted, and many others we
could quote, give entirely the same version. Mr. Hilton’s con-
troversy, by his letter, is shifted from us to the committee. The
committee, no doubt, heard the version of the incident he gives
in our columns, and the version of his opponent, and then (not
now) the spectators referred to by Mr. Hilton should have been
cited. That the committee decided against Mr. Hilton is proof
that our report was correct, and our remarks neither “uncalled
for ” nor “ ungenerous.”

Mr. Hilton has also a serious reckoning with Mr. Ball, his
opponent, who cannot, out of justice to himself, allow the letter
of Mr. Hilton to pass unnoticed. Any remarks we saw fit to
make on the ex-Open Champion’s action are mild compared
with what he says regarding Mr. Ball, of Leasowe, who, if he is
guilty of al that Mr. Hilton lays to his charge, ought to avoid
entering for future Championships. We leave him, however,
to answer for himself,

The *“ Garden Golf," for which Messrs. Grant and Co., Staf-
ford, are responsible, will, we believe, drive completely from
all private lawns and parks any lingering remnants of croquet
and such-like games. For the small sun of one guinea this
enterprising firm make miniature Golf possible for every
family with a respectable plot of ground on which to lay out
the course. A feature of the Golf set for this garden game is
the parachute ball, which, even by the Champion, could not be
driven more than thirty yards. This allows the practice of
even the swiping portion of the game. But, discarding this,
the golfer who wishes to practise the short game at home (as
many do) can have it all under the most comfortable circum-
stances by the appliances of Messrs. Grant and Co., which
are simple, strong, and every way excellent. Within grounds
of about one acre we have seen the game thoroughly en-
joyed, a nine-hole course being laid out, with various bunkers,
such as nets provided in the Stafford set, flower-beds, gravel-
walks, &c., and the game was delightful. Many golfers who
have already laid out garden courses will find the hole-markers
and other requisites provided by Grant & Co. of great use.

* * *

“Paper Tees” seem to be receiving the attention of the
makers of Golf appliances, and no doubt demand must be
causing supply. A pick of wet sand is the best tee, but on many
courses this cannot be got. Hence the paper tee, which is
meant to be so cheap that the player or caddie does not require
to pick it up again, as in the case of the Bloxsam and Douglas
Sixpenny Patent and some others. With their Garden Golf
guinea set Messrs. Grant & Co,, include a 1s. box of 100 tees
made by Atkinson, Lancaster and Kendal, very neat in ap-
pearance. Messrs. Thornton & Co., announce a box of 108 for
6d., the tee in this case being of pasteboard, each weighing
less then 3 grains. In neither case does the artificial tee offer
any resistance to the impact of the club.

* * *

At the spring meeting of the Warwickshire Golt Club, Mr.
H. B. Bainbridge had the misfortune to be disqualifed for
sending in his card ten minutes after the fixed time, he not
being aware that there was any time-limit for making a return,
His round of 87 gross was the best played at the meeting, and
would have won him the scratch as well as the handicap prize.

Mr. Garden G. Smith, an artist-golfer well known in East
Lothian, and now resident in the South, contributes an
instructive little article on “ Golf for Girls ” to a recent number
of The Girls Own Paper. The article, which is a model of
admirable condescension, is illustrated by the author, and
nothing could be better as to poise, attitude and swing than the
young lady driving “a full shot,” which serves as the frontis-
piece.

QUESTIONS ON THE RULES.—LIFIING THE
OPPONENT'S BALL.

To the Editor of GOLF.

SiR,~—1 should very much like to hear the opinion of old
golfers on the question of lifting the opponent’s ball when play-
ing through the green.

Rule 31 says that “all loose impediments may be removed
from the putting-green, excepl the opponents ball,” &c. Does
this define a *“loose impediment?” If so, by Rule 11 the
opponent’s ball, being a loose impediment, can be lifted, if
within a club’s length. Or is Rule 20, the six inch rule, in
force through the green?

As Rule 31 expressly excepts the opponent’s ball, and Rule
11 does not, it might be argued that the omission is intentional,
as it certainly ought to be.

Unfortunately, however, with the present Rules, the question
is not what the Rules say or do not say, but what is the use
and wont of experienced golfers.

Ross Counrouai.—The ball should he brought back and placed
as near as possible where it originally lay, The suggestion of a rub of
the green is, of course, absurd; and A cannot be asked to penalise
himself two strokes (as would be the case were B’s ball to be allowed
to lie where A had driven it) when the rule and the practice are quite
clear as to the penalty.
