O U N D L E  R E V IS IT E D .

It is some time since Oundle course was reviewed in G o l f , and 
several things have happened in the interval. The greens have improved 
greatly under the influence of the roller and the tramping of the golfer ; 
they are now of a first-class character, some of them of considerable 
extent, and all fit for a wooden putter. The hazards remain as before, 
and might be improved, as there is a want of variety about them, cart- 
ruts forming too prominent a feature. The brook which divides the 
one field from the other might be utilised more frequently than it is, 
and a few rings of gorse planted here, and there, or a few gorse hurdles 
to guard the fifth and sixth holes would make the course more diffigult 
and sporting. But, taking it all round, and seeing that it has been 
entirely the work of amateur hands, it makes a useful inland green, 
where one can practise and enjoy most of the sporting shots which 
make Golf what it is.

The club has done pretty well lately on the home course ; after 
being badly beaten at Stamford and Peterborough, they played two 
return matches last week at Oundle, in which they reduced the 
majority of the Burghley Park Club to I, and that of the Gordon Club 
to 2. This says a great deal for a club which has to make up by 
enthusiasm and pluck for its want of numbers.

The following remarkably low score was brought in by Mr. W. W. 
Lowe of the Burghley Park Club in the match of April 3rd, and it 
will probably constitute a record for some time to come. First round : 
4 4 5 5 4 5.4 6 4=41; second round: 3 4 4 5 4 4 4 3  4 = 3 5 ; total, 76. 
Mr. Lowe is one of the most rising young players in the district. He 
plays at Cambridge, but has devoted himself more to football in the 
past season, so that his name does not yet figure in the ’Varsity 
records. His style of driving and pitching is admirable, and he will 
probably be a man to reckon with when he eschews football for 
the game of less activity and maturer years, but one which requires 
quite as much skill and judgment.

On the same afternoon a curious incident took place, when Mr. 
Smith, the popular secretary of the Oundle Club, was playing for the 
eighth hole beside the brook. The drive is a blind one, and when the 
ball disappeared from view it was travelling well, but a little to the 
right of the hole. For a long time search was made for the ball, which 
was thought to be in the brook or lost, when, by chance or in despair, 
some one looked into the sand-box at the ninth teeing-ground, and 
there it lay ! This is thought to be a record.

The valley of the Nene can now boast of a good many clubs, private 
and public. There are courses at Northampton, Peterborough, Oundle, 
and Thrapston. There is also a private one at Elton, but the residents 
intend to form a club shortly. As one flies past the links of the wind­
ing river along the London and North-Western Railway to Northamp­
ton, it looks as if there was space for scores of courses on the beautiful 
green turf along the river’s banks ; but the grass would be too luxuriant 
for summer play, and they might be flooded too frequently for the 
average golfer, who is not supposed to be the most patient man in 
existence.

It opens on the shoulders, 
allowing easy ingress, and one scratch player tells me she is as com­
fortable in it as in her own skin. In rough, cold weather, no originality 
or variety of design can compete for comfort and use with a plain, suit­
able, workmanlike coat or jersey ; the full falling sleeves of the “  St. 
Margaret ” obviate the strained appearance such garments often have. 
The Tam O ’Shanter cap brought out by the same firm, is suitable for 
very youthful golfers.”

I p layed the odd, and, just 
as he was addressin g his ball, one o f  the follow ing couple drove 
off. H is drive cam e straight for us, and, after landing, ran so 
as to com e d irectly  in the line o f  m y opponent’s cleek. I was 
w atching his shot closely, as I happened to be standing just 
beside him. H is cleek  hit both balls exactly  at the sam e 
m om ent. H is own ball went forty or fifty yards, alm ost at right 
angles to its intended line ; the other ball cam e to a stop som e 
thirty yards nearer the green than it would otherw ise h ave  
been. R esult :— M odified blasphem y, explanations, and ap olo­
gies. B y  m utual agreem ent we declared the incident a rub on 
the green  ; thereby m y opponent lost his stroke. I had a lread y 
lost the m atch, and the law -breaker beh in d  had th irty  yards 
added to his drive. T h e  law -breaker’s partn er m ight have con ­
sidered him self h a rd ly  used, but he had a lread y  won h is  m atch. 
T h e  look o f pained surprise on m y opponent’s face when he 
‘ saw tw o ’ balls go o ff his club at the sam e m om ent, effaced 
for me the bitter m em ory o f  an afternoon’s foozling.”

It m ay not be out o f place, when the E a ster ho lidays are 
approaching to mention the G o lf  course o f nine holes w hich 
was m ade last year, close to B udleigh  Salterton, one o f  those

W e  h ave received  from  the Silvertow n  G utta P erch a  and 

T ele grap h  C om p an y a new form o f Jacob’s G olf-club head, 
which is m ade entirely  o f the best gu tta  percha, thoroughly 
hardened. T h e  first head we experim ented with had a short 
socket with the shaft o f the club p assin g right through the 
head to the sole, like the C arruthers cleek. P rob ab ly  ow ing to 
the elasticity  o f the m aterial the club-shaft could not be kept 
absolutely  rigid in the socket. T h e  new  form o f head follows 
the ordin ary lines of the wooden head. T h e  p ierced socket is 
abolished, and so is the loaded cham ber for w eigh t-g ivin g pur­
poses on the sole. Instead, we h ave  a roughened u s c a r e ” to 
perm it of the shaft being glued to the neck o f the club, and 
the w eigh t is im bedded, like the fly in am ber, im m ovably som e­
where in the centre o f the head. W e  confess that we like the 
new form  o f club-head the better o f the two. It is a good 
club for wet w eather, or for rough u sage in the hands o f an un­
skilful player. It is p ractica lly  indestructible, and with its 
roughened face it g ives a fine grip  and click  to the ball o ff the 
tee. It is a notable departure, and ought to be a successful 
one.

In  the S p rin g the go lfe r ’s fan cy ligh tly  turns to the Spring 
com petition o f his chib, hnd in view  th ereof he gets his clubs 
into condition, and also him self by som e prelim inary play. Last 
week, as our colum ns testify, there w ere m any spring m eetings.

“  far and sure ” ball m eans. A  constitution was adopted, and 
it w as agreed  that our club should adopt as its rules, those 
o f the n ew ly form ed U n ited  S tates G olf A ssociation. T h e  
annual dues w ere fixed at 10 dols. (^2), and after June 1st, 
an entrance fee o f 10 dols. will be charged in addition to 
annual subscription.

S ince the m eetin g we have su cceeded  in renting ground at 
B elm ont, about tw enty-tw o m iles from  the city on the C. B. &  Q. 
R ailw ay. On this ground we have la id  out a nine-hole course.
