(From our Special Correspondent.)

“  The Isle of Man,” writes Sir Walter Scott, “ in the middle of the 
seventeenth century was very different as a place of residence from 
what it is now. Men had not then discovered its merit as a place of 
occasional refuge from the storms of life ; society was limited to the 
natives themselves and a few merchants, who lived by contraband 
trade. The amusements were rai;e and monotonous, and the islanders, 
become too wise for happiness, had lost relish for the harmless and 
somewhat childish sports in which their simple ancestors had indulged 
themselves. May was no longer ushered in by the imaginary contest 
between the Queen of Winter and returning Spring.”

The sports of the Island are now varied and up to date ; no sooner 
is the yachting regatta over than a Golf Tournament commences.

The Howstrake Links are situated on the spur of a hill known as 
Ouchan Head, about a mile north of Douglas. The electric car 
stops for golfers about a cleek shot from the artistic pavilion which 
stands a little above the entrance gate. The large field of some fiye 
and fifty acres in which the course lies is a portion of the Douglas Bay 
Company’s Estate.

The course was laid out by Tom Morris and George Lowe of St. 
Anne’s about two years ago, but has recently been extended to eighteen 
holes. It has the characteristics of a highly sporting course. The 
ground is hilly ; so much so that there are mostly blind holes, and the 
direction flags are very useful. The grass is wiry, but there is not 
much of it, and as the soil is chiefly sand, the lies are not at all bad. 
The bunkers are artificial, but they are well-made, and, as a rule, 
judiciously placed. Of water hazards there are none, walls and stony 
ground taking their place. But, perhaps, tne feature of the course is 
the position of the putting-greens : these are very nice when you reach 
them, but they are small and difficult of access, for the least mistake 
may cause a ball to roll down hill ten or fifteen yards, unless intercepted 
by a friendly bunker.

For descriptions of peeps of beautiful scenery to be had from 
Ouchan Head, one may consult “ Hall Caine’s ” or some other guide 
book ; suffice it to say that in this respect the Howstrake Links are 
second to none, and with these let the beaten golfer console himself as 
he plods along.

The tournament commenced on Thursday, July 4th, when the new 
course was inaugurated by an exhibition match, the players being Mr. 
John Ball, jun., and Mr. H. H. Hilton. A  large company, including 
a good many ladies, were assembled at the starting-point at 10.30, and 
followed the match with great interest, applauding a few of the shots. 
Mr. Hilton drew first blood at the second hole, though he drove his 
second out of bounds, Mr. Ball being badly bunkered a few inches from 
the wall. A t the third, Mr. Hilton holed beautifully in 3, Mr. Ball’s 
like lipping the hole. The fourth saw Mr. Ball 3 down, but at the fifth 
he showed his best form. It is a peculiar hole on a small oblong 
putting-green, like a hanging garden on the side of a cliff; Mr. Ball’s 
drive was nearly hole-high, and a pretty approach gave him a 3 
against his opponent’s 4. Mr. Hilton 2 up. The sixth drive has to 
clear an abrupt face, which both players succeeded in doing, but Mr. 
Hilton’s ball lay badly among stones, and he lost the hole. From this 
point the luck went against Mr. B a ll; both players were driving well, 
but Mr. Hilton had quite the pull in the short game • at the turn he 
was 3 up, and he steadily increased this lead. A  beautiful drive to the 
tenth green was not good enough to secure the hole for Mr. Ball, as 
Mr. Hilton laid his approach dead, and secured a half in 3. . At- the 
eleventh, Mr. Ball got among stones, losing two strokes, and eventually 
the hole. Mr. Hilton carrier off the thirteenth with a long putt, and 
stood dormy. The fourteenth saw the end, Mr. Hilton being 6 up and 
4 to play. The bye was halved., Scores :—

After luncheon a number of the party, including the two famous 
golfers, entered an electric car, which was kindly placed at their dis­
posal by the managers, and took a ride to Laxey, admiring the lovely 
scenery of Groudle Glen, the Lhen Coan, and the Channel, just 
having time to see the Great Laxey wheel in the distance. At Lonan, 
Dr. Farrell, one of the most energetic and enterprising gentlemen in 
the island, stopped the car and entertained the visitors by telling them 
that they were passing through a graveyard probably Ooo years old. 
Some of the ancient stone coffins were visible in the cutting, and in one

of these a skeleton, 8 feet high, had been found. No wonder the 
place was called the Isle of Man l A t 2.30 the party returned, and a 
well-matched foursome took place, Messrs. Ball and M. Withington, 
of Lytham and St. Anne’s v. Messrs. Hilton and J. H. Greenwood, 
West Lancashire. The play was of a give-and-take character, the 
parties leading alternately for a time. A t the fifth hole Mr. Ball ap­
proached prettily, Mr. Hilton’s ball not reaching the green and rolling 
down the cliff. A ll square. A t the sixth hole Mr. Hilton overdrove 
the hole, but Mr. Greenwood’s putt was short, a half in 4 resulted. At 
the seventh Mr. Hilton missed a short putt, and the others led by 1, 
but at the next Mr. Ball missed still shorter one. Mr. Greenwood 
foozled his drive for the ninth, and, though Mr. Hilton used his brassie 
to good purpose, they were unable to recover themselves; Mr. 
Withington’s beautiful approach virtually secured the hole, and he and 
Mr. Ball led by 2. Hole about was now the order of the day, a 
stimie occurring at the eleventh, where Mr. Greenwood played all 
he knew, but in vain. A t the thirteenth the West Lanca­
shire gentleman made a pretty steal, securing the hole in 3. 
Mr. Ball drove to the fouiteenth green from the tee; Mr.

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T H E  P R O N U N C IA TIO N  OF “ G O LF.”

T he G off— T he G ow ff.

T H ESE are undoubtedly the two forms— gentle and 
simple— which give the old pronunciation of the 
Royal and Ancient Game. As some correspondence 

on the subject has recently been going on in the columns 
of this paper, and some, very wisely, have desired a definite 
ruling by which all might abide, so that the pronunciation 
of the word might be independent of anybody’s whim or 
opinion, I venture the above statement, and add proof in its 
favour sufficient I should say to convince any who may have 
had doubts about the letter “ and its treatment in the 
word “ Golf.” v The above indicate the two ways of pro­
nouncing the word, but the ways of spelling it are many. I 
have come across the following in old records, Acts of Par­
liament and books:— namely, Golf, Golfe, Golff, Goff, 
Goffe, Gouf Gouffe, Gowf Gowff, Gowffe. In determin­
ing the proper pronunciation one, fortunately, does not 
require to discuss the origin either of the word or of the 
game. Undoubtedly the letter “ / ” appears at the outset, 
and as certainly it was from the outset treated as a silent 
letter. The form Goff is as old, and as common as the 
form Golf and this indicates a tendency at the first, not 
simply to disregard the “ / ” in pronunciation, but even in 
spelling. If to-day, in certain quarters, some affect to sound 
the “ /,” they are going counter to ancient custom. The 
spelling Goff, although only one variation, is a pretty sure 
proof that the “7 ,” however it came there, was quietly 
dropped. No one would substitute it for for the “f ” while 
any one might leave it out before the Its presence
in some forms of the spelling does not imply that it was 
pronounced ; its absence in other forms implies that it 
was not pronounced. One of the most convincing evidences 
in favour of our position is to be found in the first volume 
published in regard to the game— we refer to Mathison’s 
poem, which is entitled, “ T he G o f f : an Heroi-comical 
Poem in Three Cantos.” Not once throughout this poem 
is the “ /” inserted in the word. Mathison speaks of Goff, 
Goffers, and Goffing, and as the characters are chiefly mem­
bers of the Honourable Company— the most important 
golfing society of the period— it is not inferring too much 
to suppose that the gentlemen-golfers of his day were in the 
habit of treating the “ / ” as silent. In one instance, how­
ever, the is introduced by the poet, namely, in the case 
of the goddess of the game— G o lfin ia . We only require 
to follow the flow of the rhythm to'see that in this case the 
letter was used with good effect, the exception in the poly­
syllable only serving to prove the rule in the case of the 
monosyllable. The Minutes of the Honourable Company 
bear out this theory, for while the word “ G olf” is found 
occasionally, the usual spelling is seen in Goff, Goffers, 
Goffing, as in Mathison’s poem. Nor can it be said that 
this was a Scottish idiom. We find indications in England 
that the same pronunciation held. In the “ Westminster 
Droller)/,” of Thomas Shad well, which was published in 
London in 1671, we have this reference :—

Thus all our life long we are frolick and gay,
And, insteal of Court revels, we merrily play 
At Trap, at Rules, and at Barly-break run ;
At Goff, and at Foot-ball, and when we have done 
These innocent sports, we’ll laugh a n i lie down,

And to each pretty Lass 
We wiL give a green Gown.

Again, in the Northumberland Local Records we come 
upon the following, relative to Charles I , who was devoted 
to the game :— “ The king was nowhere treated with more

honour than at Newcastle, as himself confessed, both he 
and his train having liberty to go abroad and play at Goff in 
the Shield Field without the walls.” Perhaps the most 
forcible of all our proofs is to be found in the poetry of the 
game where the muse has occasion to use words that rhyme 
with G olf The most notable poem after Mathison’s, to 
which we have referred, is Carnegie’s “ Golfiana” published 
about 1832. The author was the friend of all the famous 
golfers at that time whose names were familiar at St. An­
drews, North Berwick, and elsewhere, and in his work we 
are bound to have a correct reflection of the ordinary usage 
of “  G o lf” pronunciation. Here, then, are a few of Carne­
gie’s rhymes :—

(1 .)  [To S t . A n d r e w s .]

Though thy streets be not now, as of yore, full of prelates,
O f abbots and monks, and of hot-headed zealots,
Let none judge us rashly, or blame us as scoffers,
When we say that, instead, there are links lull of golfers,
With more of good heart and good feeling among them 
Than the abbots, the monks, or the zealots who sung them.

(2.) ...........  Heathen gods, the very minute
They knew the game, would have delighted in i t ! 
War, storms, and thunder— all would have been off l 
Mars, Jove, and Neptune would have studied Golf.

(3.) ...........  Tho’ some may doubt, and sneer, and scoff,
The female muse has sung the game of Golf.

These are specimens : a dozen others might be given. 
They show how, even with the “ /” in the word, the proper 
thing, according to Carnegie, was to pass it by. In hundreds 
of other songs and verses the same may be noticed. In­
deed, we have found no golfing poet so far at sea as to make 
“ G olf” rhyme with “ wolf,” or any word of that kind. 
Even the dreamy P. P. Alexander does not forget him­
self as he apostrophises a famous St. Andrews hole :—

What daring genius first did name thee “  Hell ”  ?
What high, poetic, awe-struck, grand old golfer ?
Misdeem him not, ye pious ones, a scoffer,

The Braid Scots spelling and pronunciation was the form 
Gouf or Gowf. Allan Ramsay, in his description of the 
customs at Bruntsfield in the beginning of last century, 
referring to a famous hostelry, says :—

When we were wearied at the Gowf,
Then Maggie Johnston’s was our howff.

Dr. Graham, at a much later day, gives us the Doric of 
Innerleven :—

Auld Scotland’s royal gim e o’ Gouf,
Our country’s game, for me.

Then here’s a toast to goufin’, yet,
W i’ a’ the honours three !

And Andrew Lang, after a lapse of nearly two centuries, 
follows Allan Ramsay in his rhyme :—-

It’s aye the same in life an’ Gowff,
Pm stimied late and ear’.

This warld is but a weary howff,
I ’d fain be ither where.

Of course I do not for a moment wish it to be under 
stood that Goff was always the word of the aristocrat, and 
Gouf or Gowff, that of the plebeian. The latter form, as in 
general use among the caddies and the common people, was 
adopted very often by the gentlemen-players, just as a good 
many still prefer it because they like to talk of the game in 
the genuine Braid Scots tongue. Lord President Forbes, 
of Culloden, who was such an enthusiast that he used to 
play on the sand of the sea-shore when the links of Leith 
were covered with snow, enters in his Diary (Nov. 1, 1728), 
“ This day, after a very hard pull, I got the better of my 
son at the Gouf.” These and a thousand other proofs 
which we could adduce, will surely suffice to eliminate the
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“ /” from the pronunciation of Golf, and to settle the 
question which has so recently been discussed. And, be it 
noted, that we are not only keeping up the old custom 
in dropping the but in prefixing the definite article and 
speaking of u the G off” or “ the Gowf.” This, however, 
is not so much to be insisted on, as the article was very 
often dispensed with in the very earliest documents where 
references to the game are to be found.

G O L F  IN  A M E R IC A .

The quarterly meeting of the executive committee of the United 
States Golf Association was held at the residence of Mr. Theodore A. 
Havemeyer, president of the United States Golf Association, on June 
20th, and there were present Mr. Havemeyer, representing the Newport 
Golt Club ; Mr. Samuel L. Parrish, the Shinnecock Plills G olf Club, and 
Mr. H. O. Tallmadge, the St. Andrews G olf Club. The following 
clubs applied for associate membership and were unanimously elected:— 
Lakewood G olf Club, Lakewood, N.J. ; the Morris County Golf Club, 
Morristown, N .J .; and the Meadow Brook Hunt Club, Hempstead, 
L.I. The Lake Forest Golf Club, Lake Forest, 111 , sent in an applica­
tion for allied membership, but it was received too late to be acted 
upon at this meeting.

An amendment to section 13 of the By-laws was passed, and as 
amended now reads :

“  The competitions shall be played in accordance with the rules of 
Golf, as adopted by the Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews, 
Scotland, in 1891, with sucn special rules as are in force and published 
on the green over which the competition takes place, and with such 
modifications as the executive committee may from time to time 
adopt.”

The amendment is the clause : “  And with such modifications as the 
Executive Committee may from time to time adopt.”

A  committee to procure designs for the Championship medals was 
appointed. Messrs. Tallmadge and Parrish constitute this committee, 
and they will report at a future meeting, when the selected designs 
will be submitted for aproval.

Attention was called to a clerical error in Article V I. Section III. 
of the Constitution.

The Secretary was directed to change the word “  three ” and 
substitute the word “ four” in Article V I. Section III. of the Con­
stitution.

The Executive Committee accepted the design of a Philadelphia 
firm, Messrs. J. E. Caldwell & Co., for the 1,000 dol. trophy which 
Mr. Havemeyer presented to the association to be contested for as a 
Championship prize, which will be held each year by the club to which 
the winner ot the Amateur Chamoionship belongs ; the only condition 
imposed by Mr. Havemeyer being that the trophy should be a per­
petual one.

The contest for the silver pitcher, presented by Mr. H. O. Tallmadge, 
the former honorary secretary of the St. Andrews Golf Club, which 
was played on Decoration Day, May 30th, resulting in a tie between 
Mr. Daniel Chauncey and Mr. Arthur L. Livermore, was played oft on 
Saturday afternoon, June 22nd, at the links of the St. Andrews Club, 
near Yonkers, N.Y* In the handicap tournament, Mr. Livermore 
played from scratch, while Mr. Chauncey was allowed a handicap of 12 
strokes. Mr, Livermore, who was by no means in his best form* found 
the handicap too much for him on Saturday afternoon, and as a result 
he lost the match. He completed the double round of the course, 
eighteen holes in all, in 105 strokes. Mr. Chauncey required 114 
strokes to complete the same course, but deducting his handicap of 12 
strokes, his net score was 102. He thus wTins the silver pitcher, and 
likewise has the honour of having defeated Mr. Livermore.

The members of the Knallwood Country Club, near White Plain«, 
N .Y ., have a flourishing G olf club, and are enthusiastic golfers. 
Saturday, June 15th, was ladies’ day at the club, and many ladies 
accepted its hospitality, and enjoyed watching the devotees of the new 
game as they showed their skill on the links.

To the Editor of Golf .
S ir ,— It may interest your readers to have some account cf 

a tour de force accomplished by Mr. Frank N. Streatfield, a 
member of the Limpsfield Chart Golf Club, over the club links 
on Friday last. This gentleman undertook to play sixteen nine- 
hole rounds in one day (144 holes), playing each hole out. 
and, in addition, to walk to and from the links, a distance of 
four miles each way. Mr. Streatfield, moreover, set himself 
the task of doing the 144 holes in 720 strokes (an average of 
5 a hole), and, as will be seen from the subjoined return, he 
very nearly accomplished the feat. Indeed, had it not been for 
the rough and fiery state of the greens consequent on the long 
drought, and the abnormally bad lies that his ball only too 
often found on the course, the specified number of strokes 
would have been more than amply sufficient. Three balls lost 
— a loss of 6 strokes—and some eight or nine “ lifts ” out of un­
playable places, added very materially to the score. Starting 
from home at 2.30 a.m., Mr. Streatfield began play about 3.30. 
The actual time occupied in play was 14̂  hours, and the player 
was at home again soon after nine o’clock p.m. The rounds 
were as follows :— 1st, 50 ; 2nd, 45 ; 3rd, 42 ; 4th, 44 ; 5th, 44 ; 
6th, 42 ; 7th, 52 ; 8th, 42 ; 9th, 44 ; 10th, 47 ; nth, 47 ; 12th, 
47; 13th, 46; 14th, 48; 15th, 42; 16th, 43; total, 725. It 
should be mentioned that Mr. Streatfield, whose name has long 
been known amongst the big game in South Africa, on English 
cricket-fields, and on other fields where the driven partridge 
skims all too confidently over the fence, has only quite lately 
taken to Golf, and has already seen more than half a century 
of vigorous life. Such is the perennis majorum virtus! Mr. 
Streatfield was accompanied throughout by his son, Mr. Cyril 
Streatfield.

POT-HUNTING AND THE REMEDY.

To the Editor of Golf .
S ir ,— Though agreeing with “ Scrutineer ” as to the evil, 1 

think your readers will see at once that the remedy he pro­
poses is too heroic, and would work great injustice, as I am 
afraid he will find his remarks have already unwittingly done 
to the golfers whom he has taken as instances. As long as clubs 
continue to fix their scratch score at 80 or 82, regardless of the 
length of their course, so long will players continue to have 
widely different handicaps at their different clubs. Two years 
ago 1 myself had a handicap of 2 at one club, and 10 at another, at 
both of which I was a regular player, and fairly handicapped 
with regard to the other players. Both the clubs in question 
fixed their scratch at 82, while one course was nearly 
twice as long as the other. What is wanted is one uniform 
method throughout the country of fixing the scratch score, 
and there is an easy method to hand, if only some pro­
minent club, or body of clubs, would take the lead. The scratch
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at every club should be the par of the round, i.e , to allow 3 
for every hole that can be reached from the tee, and to allow 3 
off the iron for longer holes. If all clubs were to fix their 
scratch on this basis, then all handicaps would nearly approxi­
mate, and “ Scrutineer’s ” rule might then be adopted, though 
even in this case, there would have to be some slight modifi­
cation in a man’s handicap at a long driving course like 
Sandwich and a shorter one. In conclusion, I would beg to 
say that the system I suggest is no new one, but has been 
urged before by abler golfers than myself; but it is one which, 
if generally adopted, would be a great blessing to the perplexed 
but painstaking handicapper.

A N S W E R S  TO C O R R E S P O N D E N T S .

B. W. (Wakefield).— It is an old trick, but it is not a legitimate one, 
neither is it the game. I f  you can consult Vol. I., p. 405, and Vol. V . , 
p. 348, you will find similar cases stated there, with the solution 
applied. The ivolumes are probably in your club-house ; if not, they 
ought to be.

C. J .— Try to get them forty yards square; but certainly not less 
than thirty yards.

C. A . P .— There is no inconsistency. This was the rule up to 1891, 
and the practice still adheres to it :—  “  I f  the player whilst addressing 
himself to the ball on any occasion, except at the tee, touch it so as to 
cause it to move, or if his hand, foot, or club, touch a bent, stick, or 
anything which causes tbe ball to move, or if the player's caddie move 
the ball, he loses a stroke.”  I f  a player’s ball moves, and he stops 
half-way in his swing, except at the tee, he is not entitled to play with­
out penalty.

A fricanus.— In match play you allow three-fourths of the difference 
between handicaps in singles, and three-eighths of the difference in 
foursomes. I f  in a single one player has 4 strokes and the other 9, 
the difference is 5 ; but three-fourths of 5 gives the last-named player 
4 strokes in his handicap, a half-stroke or over counting as 1. These 
four strokes are taken at the holes allotted in your handicap match 
table. You follow the same system all through with the handicap 
difference.

S.” — There is not the least blame attachable to C. for the incident 
you mention. A  followed the correct etiquette in asking the player 
to pass, as he was bound to do ; and it was for him to watch the shots 
of the succeeding players, or to ignore them at his own risk if he chose. 
In face of C ’s. very natural apology in the circumstances you describe, 
A ’s. protest is childish and absurd. No rule was broken, and C. and 
D. followed the correct etiquette of the green.

Robertson, of the firm of Robertson and Anderson, Golf-club makers, 
11, Jarvis Street, Edinburgh. This club head, which is made entirely 
of leather, can be made with or without horn or brass on sole, in any 
style or shape, lie, or weight, as in the Golf-club heads made of wood, 
now in use. It requires no lead, and it is claimed to be unbreakable, 
and to be more evenly balanced than the heads made of wood. The 
tendency of the club to twist or turn in the hands of the player when 
in the act of playing is also reduced. The neck and “  skear” of the 
club being entirely of leather, the spring of the club is brought nearer 
the club head, and the ball is accordingly driven by the player with more 
certainty. It is stated that the new head will be sold at from 7s. 6d. to 
8s. 6d., shafted.

On various occasions we have referred to an annual match 
over East Lothian greens, in which the players play over no 
fewer than five full eighteen-hole courses in one day. This 
year the record has been beaten, as a foursome has recently 
been played over no fewer than six full eighteen-hole courses 
in one day. Play commenced at North Berwick at 6 a.m., and 
finished at Archerfield about 8.30 p.m. The other courses in­
cluded in the match were Muirfield, Gullane, and the Old and 
New courses at Luffness. The sides were Messrs. J. M‘Culloch 
and J. Carmichael against Messrs. F. Dalziel and G. Car­
michael, the former winning the match by 2 up and 1 to play, 
a very close finish, over 108 holes. It is remarkable that one 
parish, Dirleton, includes nearly all the holes played.

An excellent nine-hole course has been laid out by Tom 
Morris in Ardneil Bay, for the West Kilbride Golf Club. The 
course is of the best quality, as regards fine turf and sporting 
hazards, and the holes are all of a good length, the average 
being 340 yards, while one (the seventh) extends to 625 
yards. From the Ardneil Links the player has a splendid 
view of the shores and islands of the Firth of Clyde, from 
Carrick to Loch Fyne.

The Crail golfers acted gracefully in getting Professor Chiene 
to open their new course at Balcomie Links. Than “ honest 
John,” there is not a more popular professor among the medical 
students of Edinburgh University, and one reason is that the 
professor takes the greatest interest in all that pertains to their 
health instead of merely keeping their noses at the grindstone 
of professional work. He counsels all to Golf, and does much 
for the University Golf Club, and when a student falls ill the 
Professor sends him to a Sanatorium, which he has fitted up at 
his own expense in the Crail district. The Crail Golf Club, as 
Professor Chiene stated at the opening, is 110 years old, and 
the Professor can remember golfing there fifty years back.

A salt sea-bath for three-halfpence ! All golfers who have 
played their two rounds in this recent hot weather, and then 
went home to dine, know how soothing it is to the strained 
muscles and the tired feet to get into a hot or cold bath in 
which there is an admixture of sea-salt. A small packet of 
“ Brill’s Sea Salt,” costing three half-pence, mixed in the bath, 
is enough to remove the feeling of lassitude and physical 
fatigue so prevalent among golfers in hot weather qt the close 
of two stiff rounds over a hard, long green.

“ The Golfing Annual ” for 1894-5 has recently been issued, 
and the growing size of the volume is of itself sufficient indica­
tion of the widespread growth of the game. It contains 
references to a thousand Golf Clubs all over the world, and, 
though the particulars available are not in all respects com­
plete, they yet furnish a pretty approximate guide to all the 
clubs in existence. The outstanding article in this year’s 
volume is that contributed by Mr. John Anderson, of Mussel­
burgh, who, in an outspoken criticism of the famous Sandwich 
Green, tries to show that a Golf green, like the pterodactyl, 
is the result of a long, costly, laborious, painstaking process of 
evolution, and not a question to be solved by the mere use of 
the measuring tape.

* *  *

It all depends, as the French say, on “ the point of view” 
of the golfer whether a green is an ideal one, or whether it 
meets all the requirements of the highest play in all depart­
ments of the game. One has, for example, been accustomed, 
to hear of the superb character of St. Andrews course, and the 
fine play it evoked; but, as a set-off to Mr. Anderson, there 
are not wanting professionals and amateurs of high standing 
who denounce it as an unfair green, and as one peculiarly 
defective in having a running succession of short holes at the 
seventh, eighth, ninth, tenth, eleventh, and twelfth. Yet St. 
Andrews is the evolutionary green ; Sandwich the tape-measure 
green, laid out and designed by Scottish golfers reared at St. 
Andrews, and who refused, when the chance served, to con­
struct a replica of the old course.

*  *  *

Mr. Anderson condemns the length of the holes, the position 
of the hazards, the character of the bunkers, and the nature of 
the putting-greens. He thus runs the whole gamut of condem­
nation with a cherry pugnacity which it is impossible not to 
admire. But if one were to apply his canonical touchstone to 
other greens in the country, where, indeed, would the ideal 
green be discovered? Few will agree with him that Sandwich 
is defective in opportunities for approach play, nor will they 
listen to his plaint that a long driver should not get the ad­
vantage off the tee if he can take it, and cares to run all the 
risks his hardihood entails. The short driver, or the cautious 
driver, has a line marked out for him on the course equally 
with the long driver, and we believe, in opposition to the critic, 
that a bad lie for the second shot is the rare exception if the 
red or blue direction flags are followed. We should all be able 
to get out of bunkers in one stroke, but the success or other­
wise depends not so much upon the character of the bunker 
as upon the skill of the player—a fact not sufficiently noted by 
Mr. Anderson. If the putting-greens are not all velvet, it 
should be remembered that Mr. Anderson is comparing old 
greens like Musselburgh and St. Andrews with a green only 
eight years old. Time will bring improvement— in time per­
haps for Mr. Anderson to write a recantation at the next 
Championship. If Mr. Anderson had seen the green when 
Mr. Laidlaw Purves, the late Mr. Henry Lamb, and a few 
others, first cast eyes upon it, and compared it with what it is 
to-day, the marvel would be, not that some features of the 
green may be criticised, but that one of the best greens over 
which the game may be played exists, and stands out as a last­
ing memorial to the pluck, energy and financial sacrifice of its 
founders. If any green in the country is entitled to be called a 
Championship course, then Sandwich has a claim, all its draw­
backs of situation and unequal turf notwithstanding, to pre­
eminent recognition. The value of Mr. Anderson’s article is 
enhanced by two charming sketches from the pencil of Mr. 
J. Michael Brown— one of Sandwich from the course, and the 
other of the “ Maiden.”

*  *  *

The “ Annual ” all through shows great improvement on its 
predecessors, especially in the matter of illustrations, which are 
very fine. Mr. Scott Duncan, the editor, has evidently spared 
no effort to make the book not only a directory of Golf Clubs, 
but to some extent a permanent contribution to the fast grow­
ing literature of the game. We have portraits of Taylor, Mr. 
Ball, Rolland, Sayers, Lady Margaret Scott, Miss Mulligan 
the Irish Lady Champion, Mr. Magill, Irish Amateur Cham­
pion—the first left-handed player who has earned so high a 
distinction in the game—and Fitzjohn, the late club-master of
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the H onourable  C om p an y at M uirfield. T h e  R ev. John K err 
accom p an ies the very  fine portrait o f  the stately, handsom e, 
affable club-m aster w ith a brief, sym pathetic m em oir, in which 
he show s th at F itzjohn  m ust h ave  possessed a personality 
com pounded o f  no ordin ary charm  and talent to have won the 
affection o f  so m any go lfin g  friends. T h e  “  A n n u a l”  grow s in 
usefulness and im portance to G o lf C lub s and golfers.
