third. Old Willie himsdf relates how on one occasion, when
he went to North Berwick to play Davie Strath for £50, and
was £15 short of the sum required, Mr. Blyth advanced the
money, and after being victorious, it was refunded, and Willie
returned to Musselburgh with the balance in his pocket. In
the first East Lothian Olubs tournament held at Gnllane in
1864, Mr. Blyth, dong with the late Mr. J. R. Whitecross, one
of his most intimate friends, represented the Tantallon Club, of
which he was Scratch Meddllist in 1862,1863, and 1867. In the
Honourable Company he was Gold Medallist a8 Musselburgh in
1871 and 1873, .ad he dso won the Winter Medal in 1874 and
1879. He was a member of the Royal and Ancient Club and
of the (North Berwick New Club, in the latter of which he won
the Dalryruple Cup in 1896. Like al true golfers, Mr. Blyth
loved matches more than medal play, and whether in singles or
foursomes he was delightful cither as au opponent or a partner.
So strong® was his devotion to the game that when he could no
longer play hfi watched the players as they holed out going and
coming at Pointgany, or was whedled round the course as an
interested onlooker.  On the occasion of the King'svisit there
was no more hearty welcome given to His Majesty than that by
(ho veteran golfer, and he was an interested onlooker when some
time after the freedom of the Imrgh was presented to the
Prince Edward of Saxe-Woiiiuu, who has aso with him now
joined the majority. A man of sterling integrity of character,
and one who never let his left hand know what his right hand
did in the way of benevolence to the poor and needy, he will he
much missed by the community. The well-known golfers.

EECENT DECISIONS OF THE IHULES OF GOLF
COMMITTEE.

"THE following are tlio more important decisions of the Rules
oo Golf Clominitteo upon points submitted to them (under
*the 1899 code) sinco ow last issue «—

Q—In a Medal Competition a competitor drives from tile
swrong tee, i.e, outside the limits of the teeing ground, "but
immediately detecting his error plays another ball from the
ecorrect toe, and returns his card, reporting the circumstances.
Is thero any penalty, and, if so, what is it ?

A—If the playnr played from an entirely wrong toeing
eground, ha is entitled to ro-teo on tlio proper tueiug ground
without penalty, but if it in meant that he had played from
eoutside the limit of tlio proper toeing ground he is disqualified.

Q,.—Unclor general rule, custom, or etigjuotto is a twosome (])
«gjititlod to pass a. foursoino if there in a oloar hole ahead, al
playo'H having oflddios; (2) to pass a mixed foursome, al players
having caddios (a) ntftuy lime, (h) if tliero in a claar holoaheadP
There is no locd rule or byo-law deding" with these points.

No question arises as to tho accuracy of the score, or asto the
facts that it was duly checked and signed by tho marker.
Shortly afterwards, but some time before the conclusion of the-
competition, the competitor called tho Secretary's attention to»
the omission of his signature. Tho facts were submitted to the-
Captain and sonio members of the Green Committee wiiO
happened to bo present, and the competitor was disgualified!
athough his sco'e was the best returned in tho competition.
Moreover it was held that he was not, entitled to take the
customary sweepstake got up amongst tho competitors, although,
he was duly entered. It is submitted that both those decisions
are wrong and ought to be reversed.

Rule 4, Spedid Rules for Stroke Competition, provides, inter alia.).
that " On completion of the round the scoro of the competitor shall
be dgned by the markor, countersigned by tho competitor, and’
hended to the Secretary or his doputy, after which, unlessit be found
that a cad returned shows a aeore bdow that actualy played,
(in which case the competitor shall be ilisqudifiud), no oorrootion or ¢
ateration can be made

It will be seen that tho Rule states that when (ho card lias
been signed, countersigned, and handed in, "no correction or
alteration can ho made." It may his hdd tha fhoo words
would npply to tho addition of n s”niiinro, and that (hisaddition
cannot therefore be made, but it is snbmitli'il that the excep-
tion inserted before the words " no correction, etc.," shows that
the words wore intended to apply to J correction or alteration
in tlie scoi'e, aud not in the card.  This rending is uphold by the
fact that no penalty is laid down in tho Rule for any mistake or
omission, except the serious one that tlie card returned shows a
egore beow that actually played, in which ease, and in that case
only, tho penalty is disqualification. Had it been intended that
the penaty for an accidental omisson of the competitor's,
counter-signature should be disqualification, it may be assumed
that this would have been explicitly stated as if. ix in all other,
cases. It isunnecessary to point out that the competitor's eounler-
MgiadlUO is of little or no value compared with the signature of
the marker, who is redly I'OKpuilxibo for the eorreciness of the
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score, and the absonce of it when tho cards worn uxautinod
would, ex. necessitate, disqualify the competitor for whom ho
marked. It might, nevertheless, bo argued that, as the rule
stands, oven the marker's signature might bo added subse-
quently, under proper safeguards, without entailing' any penalty
upon the competitor. If thoso deductions arc corroot, tho Rulo
limits the penalty of disqualification to tho case of an under-
stated score, and imposos no penalty, certainly not disqualifica-
tion, on tho omisson, of tho competitor's coiuitor-Hig'iatiiro. 1f
this conclusion is disputed it is submitted that tlio point is one
"not covered by the Rules of Golf," and must thoroforo bo
decided, in accordance with Rule 35, " by equity.” In oquity a

The loca hero had returned from
the contest bearing the spoils of his prowess, and bringing the
Evening Telegraph Trophy home with him, and, for abrief hour
or two, Caruoustie had broken loose from her traditional quietude
and staid respectability, and in the darkness of the night
acclaimed her " Conquering Hero" on his arrival home—and
well she might.

There was golf in Oarnousgtie during the greater part of last
contuiy, and to Alan Robertson, it is said, belonged the credit of
laying down among the sand dunes and rabbit warrens beside
the Barry Burn the original nine-hole course.

The village owes more perhaps thun its rulers arc willing to
confess to the game of golf, and though it owns a fine stretch of
sands, and, as the communicative native modestly admits, the
safest bathing beach in Scotland, no one can doubt that its
golfing facilities have been the chief factor in the growth and
prosperity of the town.

It wes a red-letter day for Carnoustie on which, in the autumn
of '67, some dozen or more golfing men met in conclave, in
Dundee, intent upon getting "a site and a shelter" for the
convenience of players upon the seasde links. That little
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company of kindred spirits was the nucleus of what is now the
large and influential Dalhousie Club.

Circumstances led to a larger movement than seems to havo
been originally contemplated, and so, it may be, not without
some misgivings, another Club was launched from the Taysido
stocks. But the issue more than justified tho venture. There
was a remarkable response to tho summons, and something like a
hundred names were enrolled at the first business mooting of the
Club.

The early annals of the Club, carefully recorded for over
twenty years by Mr. Willoek, the first Secretary, show that it
*enjoyed an ever-increasing popularity and prosperity.  After the
erection of a pavilion, on a very modest scale of course compared
with the present handsome and well-appointed Clubhouse, the
business of improving and extending the green to its full limits
was taken on hand.

Thirty yeara ago, not without the benefit of tho counsel and
judgment of the sage Old Tom, tho alterations were completed,
and the enlarged green opened with the usua appropriate
ceremony. It ssoms somewhat strange in those days of mimbor-
less greens and their attendant greoiikoopoi's that Morris, at that
time, knew of (inly one man capable of undertaking the duty of
superintendent, Bob Andrews, of Perth, whom ho accordingly
recommended, but. tho negotiations fel through, and " Tho
Rook," as he was called, wes left to uphold the credit, which lie
did worthily till the end of liin days, of tho famous North Inch.

Under the judicious direction of (lie Dahoiwie Club golf
advanced by legps and bounds on Carnouslio, and when tho boom
came, which extended dl owi® the world, that Club found it
necessary to lengthen its cords and strengthen itk slakes, the
increase of membership necessitated move commodiouH premises,
and, in addition, the precautionary provision of the advance of
the cntiviuco foe, which stood origin/illy lit iil, iiHiimildy to (he
um of live guiness.

From the time of tile ingtitution of the " Dalhousie tho
management of the gl'i'eu, us in the case of the " Roya and
Ancient,” was left nnde- its control by the other Clubs—the
' Carnoustie and Taymouth " and " Caledonia "—those, however,
agreeing to contribute annually towards the expense. Bui: about
a dozen years ago the condition of al'nirs was considerably
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atered by the purchase of the links from the Earl of Dahouse,
a transaction carried through for tho common good by the Police
Commissioners, the purchase-money being mainly raisod by means
of public subscriptions and the useful and ingenious bazaar.
The "Dalhousio" were appointed by the new proprietors as
before to the old and honourable office of Curators. A new and
seemingly more equitable arrangement, however, at present
attains, by which the Commissioners themselves, aided by a
Committee comprised of representatives of tho loca Clubs,
undertake the control, and by the imposition of a small fee for
visitors, a further source of revenue, not to be despised, has been
provided.

A comparison of tho scoresreturned at the medal competitions,
and preserved in the Club records, gives some idea of the
improvement effected upon the course during the Dalhousia's
tenure of dffice, for while, at the outset, anything under 100 was
certain of an award, nowadays, while the par round is reckoned
at 76, tho scratch player must keep in the vicinity of the four
score to have any hope of success. For atime the record of the
green was held by the over-lamented Freddie, who, in one of his
record-breaking years, when the Royal Highlanders were under
canvas at Barry, established himself in a very secure position
with abrilliant 7li, the same figure which placed him in asimilar
exalted rank on St. Andrews. But some further ateration
having been effected on Carnonstio, Mr. Tait'a return has now
been rendered invalid.

Bit by bit the course has been altered and improved, until at
length it has reached a high state of excellence, and with firm
sward, trim lawns, dykes, ditches, and other devices to penalise
the unwary, not forgetting tho ineanderinga of Barry Burn, sn
mueli in evidence at the close of tile round, the most fastidious
will find in Carnoustie all that he could desire. It is athoroughly
sporting course, affording scope for the exhibition of tho finest
skill, and at the saini' time, for those morn modestly endowed, a
first-class field for recreation and even for discipline of spirit, if
they be able to apply and appropriate the good counsel bestowed
upon Imogen—" some falls are means tho happier to arise."

It is worthy of notice that the Erst of tho numerous ball-
making machines contrived to save the necessity of hand-
hammering was the invention of a Carnoustie player, for to
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Mr J G Orchar, an ex- Captaln of the Dalhousie, and an
«enthusiast both in the fields of art and golf, belongs the credit
«of having: thus created arovolution in the ball-making industry;
and were it not that monuments do not lend themselves
as suitable adornments to golf links, Oarnoustie might, by such
.an erection, make good her claim to this further distinction, and:
at the same time, commemorate Mr. Orchard achievement, and
honour one well worthy of such estimation.

Since Jack Simpson carried df tho leading honours at Prest-
*wick a score of years ago, Carnoustic has not shown to the front
in either of the two principal events of the season. Some of the
non-resident members, entering from other Clubs, have made an
occasional bid for fame, but with such opportunities as Camoustio
now affords. we should have expocted to find one or two of the
local cracks among the entrants. It may bo that too much
modesty has held them back, but from one oause or other the
prosperous breeze has not been blowing across the estuary of the
Tay and it was dl the more noteworthy, therefore, that the Even-
hu>"'Me, rash Trophy should bo handed over by a youthful
member to the custody of the Caledonia Club for the year.

The Trophy Competition is open to Scotland, and the contest
oxcitos keen “rivalry.

The one match in the third round
which gave promise of good things was that in which Messrs. J.
Graham, .inn,, and A. R. Aitken were brought together, It was
in the fifth round that Messrs. Graham and Aitken met in 1901,
the Liverpool representative gaining a victory by two holes.
On this occason, by the time the fourth hole had been played
Mr. Graham was three up, and at the seventh was leading by
five.  Mr. Aitken improved for atime and won two holes back,
but bad to give way at the fifteenth green. Messrs. Lawson and

An excellent
putt gave him a half in 4 at the next, and the match was square
with oneto go. Aftor two good drives both played on to the
home green with irons, but Mr. Pease overshot the hole and lay
near the palings, while his opponent was within seven yards of
the hole. Mr. Maxwel was short witli his first putt, but his-
rival failed to get down in two, and tlio Scotsman, holing his.
second, won an exciting match by a putt. Two tight matches
wero adso played by Messrs. Forgussou and Graham, and
Messrs. Laidlay and Fry. Both ended contrary, perhaps, to
popular expectation. Mr. Forgusson in a "dour" match player,,
as everyone knows, and it fresh evidence of the fact wort)
wanted his defeat of Mr. Graham on his homo green was ample
testimony.

THE GOLFING CHAMPIONSHIP, 1902.

For tlio second time since its institution the Golfing Champion-
ship was decided at Hoylako on June 4th and 5th. Although
there was a record entry list of 112, the destination of the
Championship was generally regarded as lying between the
holder (J. Braid) and the redoubtable Harry Vardon. But
agonuino surprise was sprung by A. Herd, who was thought to
have lot his chances of Championship honoursdlip at St. Andrews
in 1895, and at Muirfiold in tlio following year. Whether his.
victory is attributable to bis electing to play with a " Haskell"
ball at tlio olovontli hour, after damning it with faint praise a
few days before, it is impossible to say. SQuffice it that his
somewhat belated win was extremely popular, and thoroughly
earned by bis brilliant third round mi tlio second day. Beginning
as ho did by slicing his first two shots out of bounds, Harry
Vardou's opening round of 72 was simply marvellous, and as lie
supplemented it with a 77, he led at the close of the first nicioty
by four strokes from Herd mid Ray, and five from Braid, and
wes thus early regarded as the winner. On the second day,,
however, bis third round lotted up to 80, as against Herd's
splendid 73, mi even hotter performance than Vardon's 72 round,
inasmuch as tlio wind had freshened. Herd thus began the
crucia round with throe strokes in hand from H. Vardon, who
in turn led Braid, ,1. H. Taylor, and T. Vardou by five At the
turn Herd still retained bis advantage, but strokes were thrown
away here and there on the inward half, and H. Vardon wes
eventualy Idft, with two fours to tic.

IEISH AMATEUR CHAMPION, 1902.

THOSE who advocate that golf is an athlotio game could wish
for no bettor sample of an athletic golfer thau Mr. F. B. Newett,
inasmuch as ho stands 5ft. Ilin. and weighs 18st, 71b. Born in
1875, Mr. Ncwett was educated at Rossall, where ho gained
much huios in every branch of sport. For four successive
years he won tho 100 yards and quarter milo races at tho school
sports, and the half milo for two years. But his crowning
triumph on the path was his winning of fie Quarter Milo
Challenge Cup, open to all Public Schools, at Stamford Bridge,
London, in 1894 In tho same year ho won tho Rossall Rackets
Championship, and captained tho football and cricket teams.
On leaving school he joined tho North of Ireland Cricket Club,
for whom he did rare aorvico. In 1807 ho won the cup presented
by Lord Maseoraiuo for tho largiwt balling aggregate, and by a
second ud((>H8 ill MWMI ho secured |hi< h'ophy outright,

Taking seriously to golf in IH!>t. Mr. Newett scored hw first
win at Newcastle, Co. Down, in INiMi, he and his pui'tner Mr.
Hurst winning the Challenge Niblicks I'm" foursome piny, and
not long aftenvanls he linished lirsl in the nnmml hole tourna-
ment fur the Anneslcy Cup, Later on, at Cnriuili‘ii, Belfast, he
won the Dufl'erin and Avn Medal and Scratch Chip; and at
Mulone, of which (Hub he is Capiiliu, he bus been even more
fortunate. Tn virtue of three wins he Ims curried off in per-
petuity the Vice-President's (‘'up, and the late (‘aplain's Prize, the
Coromitioii Cup, and other prizes have also fallen to him. These
performances eloquently testify that the Championship could
not be in worthier hands, lie is well equipped at every point of

the game, and it will tako a real good man to wrest his title
from him.
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IRISH OFEN AMATEUR CHAMPIONSHIP, 1902.

THE eleventh aunnal Irish Open Championship, held at
Portrush, on September, 2nd and the four succeeding days,
attracted a record entry of 96, including the holder (Mr, H, H.
Hilton), previous runnersTip in Messrs. J. H. Andrew, L S.
Anderson, J. M. Williamson, and S. H. Fry, Mr. P. B. Newett,
the Irish native Champion, ex-Champions in Messrs. H. E.
Reade, W. H. Webb, and W. H. Boyd, and those promising
players, Messrs. J. A. T. Bramstoii and G. Wilkie.

A BORDER GOLF COURSE.
By Mr. A. D. EOBSON, Gtdadiiola

SITUATED iu one of the many beautiful and picturesque spots of
the Borderland is one of the best of the Border courses. It
may in fact daim to be the best of these inland greens, and it is
certainly the longest of them. Such is the nine-hole course of
the Torwoodlee Gdf Club, Galashiols, lying within tha policies of
Torwoodlee Mansion House.

The first Club formed in Galashiels was started in 1885, and
was named the Galashiels Galf Club. The moving spirit, and
one of the firg to take np tlie game in tlio town, was Mr. William
Dmilop, who was for severd years Captain, Secretary, and
Treasurer of the Club. Heis still a keen player and au enthu-
siastic member of the new Club. The (Miwse of the origina
Club was over Ladhopo fields, close to the town, but being" let as
grass parks, they were quite unplayable in Summer, which
hampered the success and prosperity of the Club. Tlio Club was
much indebted to tlio bite Mr. John S. Brunton, of Ladhopo,
who, during- its entire existence, granted the fields rout free;
and not only so, but during the latter years of tim Club lie gavo
the use of a house as a Clubroom, and an entrance 1>y DUO of his
private gates, alowing players to take caddies with them and to
pass dose to Ladhope House on the way to tha course.  All lbis
was dso granted rent free. Mr. Brunton was President from
the start of the Club until it was dissolved iu 1897. It wasin
tint year thought that two Clubs were detriment-til to the best
interests of the gains in the town, and the old Club was wound
tip, and dl its goods and chattels wom handed over to the
Torwoodlee Club.

Torwoodlee Golf Club wes started in 1895 and is an nil' .shoot

from the Gaashie.s Galf Club. It met with every encourage-
ment from thu late Captain Janus T. Pringlo, of Torwoodlee,
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A Border Golf Course. 63
vvho did not charge any rent for tlio flrst two years, and in
addition gave the use of a cottage on the course and wood for
the erection of a footbridge across the Gala. A lease was
afterwards secured on very favourable terms.

Tho course, consstlng of atout thirty-seven acres of old
pasture laud lying* alongsde the Water of Gala, and sheltered
snugly by hills dl round, is nearly two miles from GalasMels
Railway Station by tho main road to Edinburgh. The access,
adjoining which stands a house where the cyclist may stable his
steed, and where oue member rests his motor-car, is by afoot-
path leading from the public road and across G-da Water by a
girder footbridge. There isan excellont Clubhouse, erected five
years ago at a cost of £450, which includes accommodation for
lady members. It occupies an exceedingly pretty site over-
looking the course.

The ground, although it had been in pasture for generations,
was at first very rough and covered with knobby clumps of
grass.. All these havo now disappeared, and the turf is of
excellent quality. Tho putting-greens are large and very good,
aurl it was found necessary to make up only ouo of them. Worm
casts have been troublesome, but they are of the past, tho treat-
ment the greons have undergone within the last year or two,
and which should bo continued, having eradicated them. Tho
sub-soil is gravelly, and tho course dries very quickly after
rain.

Tlio course was laid out by Willie Park, jnn., who made the
most of tin® ground at his disposal, but it has since been altered
and extended somewhat,
